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“The test of the -“medern city is
whether it has8 good home con=
ditions. The one fhing that
a city to compete 'successfully with
other citied is the condition which
leads it to attract the hest class of
men afd women.

“You may have a beautiful park
gystem and beautiful homes but the-
city will soon deteriorate witless you
have an income to enable you to live.
This infers the need of industrial
activity,” he continued. ;

1911 been comparatively slow in
growth of population. Yet there is
apparenily a more rapid growth of |
late.”
