MANY OFFER 
OPPOSITION 
TO CONFERENCE

Suspect Asquith of Ulterior 
Motives in Making the 

Proposal

SAY HE’S SIMPLY
MARKING TIME

With the Object of Eventu­
ally Wearing Out His " 

Opponents

London, July 20.—There were some 
extremely heated criticisms to-day in 
the Unionist Clubs on tfce contem­
plated conference at Buckingham Pal­
ace between King George and the 
leaders of the Liberal, Unionist, Na­
tionalist and Ulsterite parties on the 
Home Rule Bill.

Members of the Unionist party ex­
pressed the view that their party had 
in all things been outmanoeuvred by 
Asquith, and at this moment when 
through the House of Lords there was 
a reconstruction of the Amendment 
Bill to the Home Rule Bill, they were 
in a better position than for a long 
time.

King Moved
The initiative for the conference 

was taken by Asquith and not by the 
King, and according to these Union­
ists the Premier’s one and only ob­
ject was to gain time to prevent the 
Provisional Government of Ulster be­
ing constituted until after Parliament 
adjourned, thus avoiding the criti­
cism of his followers and a possible 
defeat on a division.

“If the Premier can carry out this 
plan,” a promiment Unionist said, “he 
probably can safely weather the 
political storm until Parliament is 
dissolved in its natural course in 
1915.

“Ulsterites,” he said, “are running 
short of money, The organization of 
the volunteers having cost a tremen­
dous sum. Ulster business men, 
whose trade has been badly disor­
ganized by the crisis are unable to 
subscribe any more, but he won’t suc­
ceed,” added this Unionist.

No Delay
Bonar Law, the Leader of the Op­

position in the Commons, has been 
given to understand he must brook 
no delay in negotiations. He will 
tell his confreres that the conference 
must not last more than a week.

*
Carson, the Leader of the Ulster­

ites, took the calling of the conference 
calmly, told his colleagues it could 
make no difference in his attitude, 
and added he had yet to hear an 
answer to the challenge to the Cab­
inet to “Give us clean cut or come 
fight us.”

Accept Nothing Less
He said that under no circum­

stances would he accept less than the 
exclusion of Ulster from the provis­
ions of the Home Rule Bill. Sir Ed­
ward added he could do nothing else, 
as he had given his promise to the 
covenanters and he intended to stand 
by that promise.

The Parliamentary Labor Party 
strongly disapproved of King George’s 
intervention in a political controver­
sy even with the laudable object of 
settling the Irish question, and have 
asked Asquith to inform the King 
what they think of his action.
