What They Are; Denounce With Strong German ‘Ac-

cents All Governments, Rulers, Institutions and Society ;!

Hail Destruction of the Existing Order of Things.

The Bolsheviki movement which
has turned Russia upside down and
nearly out, has spread to the United
States. The Jews open 1neeting
with the avowed purpose of develop-
ing the movement in America was
held in New York on Sunday night.
A reporter for The New York Times
who attended describes it ag very
much of a drunken orgy in which
coarse dancing and whiskey drink-
ing were mixed with political
speeches, mostly in German accent.
The Times report says:

Anarchists, Socialists, ILW.W.'s
and extreme left wing radicals, hail-
ing themselves as the Bolsheviki of
the city of New York, held a meet-
ing at the Park View palace at
110th qtleet and Fifth avenue, Sun-
day, to celebrate the triumph of
their cause in Petrograd. They
jeered and hissed at the name of
President Wilson; they = denounced
governments, institutions and so-
ciety., THey hailed the approach of
social ‘revolution and the destruc-
tion of the existing order of things.

It was a .demonstration of the
Bolsheviki in action and it wound
up in a long-haired Bolsheviki reel-
ing through the ranks of whirling
comrades with a hottle of whiskey
in his hand. He wore shabby clothes,
his brown hair hung to his should-
ers and a' loose black tie flowed
fream his neck. Holding the bottle-
aloft as he danced, heinvited all to
drink, and if none would drink
with him he drank by himself, car-
essing the bottle as -he -did. so and
wafting kisess after each drink. to
the spirit of freedom, to the tri-
umph of the social 1evolution and
the salvation of the proletariat.

Freedom and Vodka.

He was a living representation of
the Bolsheéviki banner displayed in
front of the stage. On'it was a pic-
ture of a moujik himself in liquor,
while the inscription undelneath
read: “Hail, Bolsheviki! Drink,
brother. Life is short, but wvodka
is plentiful!” - Someone asked ‘the
drunken Bolsheviki whether he was
following this practice, and, he re-

he took another drink.
His appearance was the climax to

After he fin-
ished, however, Mr. Havel insisted
that he was bora in America and
acquired his habit of pronouncing
his W like a V while being educated-
in 'Austria.

A girl about nine-
teen, scantily clad, did a bacchanale
for the audience. She called her-
self not a Bolsheviki, but an in-
dividualist, and she danced like one.

o did many others in the audience,

without partners, among them Hip-
poltie Havel, who found the burdens
and suﬂ:‘eungs of the proletariat not

he could whirl gayily around the
floor w1th his walking stlck as a
pariner.
