Tho managers of great
business houses concur in the opinion
that, while a college education is a
good thing, it has not been the rule
for making the most successful busi-
ness men. In some of the large
houses, there is not an employe in
them that has not started at the very
foot of the ladder, such as messenger
boy and so on, and risen to his
present position.

The reason given for this is,
that a boy seldom leaves college until
at least 21 years of age, while the
common school boy has at that age,
veen at some trade for four or five
yoazs, and pretty well drilled into the
avery day duties of life, having had to
make his own living, and has learned
the value of money. This does not of
course apply to those intending en-
tering on a medical profession, or the
study of law, ete., but to the boy who
ntends learning a trafle, or takes a
position in some office, store, or such
like institutions. To be successful in
business a boy must have a liking for
his work; sobriety, honesty, and a
strict attention to business being
necessary requisites to his fortune.
It is not always necessary, nor is it
wise, for every man to have a busi-
ness of his own. Some meun are
better off as wage-earners, while
others, more adapted to look after the
varying and various conditions of life,
can overlook and guide to success &
business that would be hard to dupli-
cate. A young man starling in life
should ~practice economy snd not
waste his time and imoney, mor 1o
think foo much of pleasare, nor to
cultivate expensive ghabits, nor to
overlook his best friends, or forget
plain duties. It has been said that a
business man shoyld not think of
business after the day's teil is over,
when he reacheﬂ home in the evening.

Sturgeon Fishing on the St. Lawrenoce

Last Saturday morning the Repor-
ter scribe, accompanied by & couple
of Ameriean friends; paid a visit to the
camps of a party of sturgeon fishermen,
gituated on the American shore, a
eouple of miles above Brockville. The
first camp visited was at DeLack’
Bay.
the party had shipped a consignment
of 17 sturgeon and muscalonge to New
York the day before. 'We aceordingly
went on a mile or two more to the
nexi camp.  Here we were more for-
tunate, as we found the party had 7
nice fish in their pen, the largest of
which was over five feet in length and
would weigh in the neighborhood of 70

js. -The party said the past fow days
had not been good for fishing and
those they had caught. were smaller
than nsual. - They claimed to' have
em%ht fish that tipped the sales at 125
1bs.\when dressed. While resting after
our row of a couple of miles. we tried
to Jearn something of the modes operandi
of catching those ters of the St.
Lawrence. - The best fishing grounds
for sturgeon and_muscalonge is said to
be smongst the eddies at the foot of
the chain of the thousand islands. The
fishermen often have about one and
a half miles of line out for each gung.
The line is usually made of tarred
rope ubout } inch in diameter. A large
wooden buoy is anchored to the bot-
tom of the river and to this, one end
of the main line is attached other
buoys are placed about 40 rods apart
tho whole length of the line. At 1n-
tervals of every 10 or 12 feet a line is
fastened to which is attached a large
lhook with sinker hoavy enough to keep
the line to the bottom. The hook is
baited with a piece of dressed chub or
bass, cut in pieces about one inch
square. Tho fisherman claim that
those large fish are very duinty in
their choice of food and will not
touch a piece of bait after it has been
in the water more than a couple of
hours. They have therefore to re-
plenish their bait every half day.
Two men attend to raising the lines
one to handle the boat and the other
the line. They say that the sluggish
nature of those fish is such that they
are readily drawn to- the surfaco of the
water, sometimes without resistance,
put that it requires experience to
safely land them in the buat. Some-
times it takes ten minutes to get the
gaff fastened secure enough to war-
rant them in makiog an attempt to
haul the monster into the boat.
Great care is exercised not to injure
the fish ag they wish to get them in-
to the ¢pen” in good condition, where
they can keep them until they get
enough to ship.  The shipments are
made to parties in New York city,
who'after putting them through, cer
tain processes send them buck ~to
porthern cities, labelled as salt water
halibut.
