It was apparent to
everybody at that time that, inas­
much as the residents in that country 
had no fixed system of educational law, 
there was no system of Separate or dis­
sentient schools existing at the time of 
union or the formation of the Province, and 
in consequence of that this Province in 
passing the Manitoba Aot provided 
the same .privilege should be given where 

iparate Schools existed by law or by 
practice at the time of union. It was dis­
tinctly provided by the cinstitution of 
Manitoba in 1870 that if a system of 
Separate Schools existed either by law or 
by custom at the time of that 
would be beyond the power of the Provin­
cial Legislature to impair the rights of the 
class ot people who controlled or enjoyed 
those schools. Iu 1871 a Public School 
system was adopted for that Province, in­
cluding not only a general system of ed 
tion, each as was generally known aa a 
system of Public Schools, but providing 
liberally and systematically for a system 
of Separate Schools, and for twenty 
years, with various modifications, that Aot 
had existed, and was operated continuously. 
By two Acts of 1890, which were complained 
of, that system of both Public and Separate 
Schools which had existed for twenty yearn 
was cat up root and branch, and a number 
of persons in the minority in that province 
had petitioned the Government for redress. 
The position which the Government took 
and the report took wae this : that it wae 
their duty to ascertain whether the Acte of 
1890, of whioh disallowance was «ought, 
did interfere with the system of Separate 
Schools at the time of union existing by 

practice. We said, aa regarded 
prayer for disallowance on the ground of 

the Acte being ultra vires, that that ought 
to be decided by the courte. On behalf of 
hie colleagues and himself he disclaimed any 
attempt to evade Ministerial responsibility. 
The Province of Manitoba waa a constitu­
tional province, and whether in the hands 
of legislators opposed to or in sympathy 
with them, they had every reason to believe 
and rest assured that she would obey Abe 
dictates of the highest tribunal in the Em­
pire, regardless of ooneequenoee. So far aa 
thé disposal of this appeal was concerned, 
the minority must bow to the dedelon of 
the Federal authority.
