The “mug houses” were a feature 
<tf London during the early days of 
the 18th century. They were the 
resort of those who were strong ad­
herents of the House of Hanover, 
and were to be distinguished by the 
prominent display they made o 
pewter mugs.

•Earthenware mugs held an un as­
sailed position by reason of their 
cheapness. The two-handed mugs 
which are popular in Somerset, and 
from which a couple are wont to 
drink, perpetuate an old custom. 
Our forefathers were greatly at­
tached to tygs, which were large 
earthenware mugs equipped with 
half a dozen or more handles. The 
mug was passed round, and each 
took a different handle and applied 
a different part of the mug to hi®
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had any experience. The toad, 
stools that cause 90 per cent, of the 
deaths belong to the genus amanita. 
Their caps and stem® readily sepa­
rate; in fact, the stem® usually fall 
out of the caps dnltess carefully 
handled. The stem sits in a cup 
fixed under the surface of the soil, 
and when the specimen is perfect it 
has a ring or collar near the cap. 
The difficulty is that both bulb and 
collar may disappear in maturity, 
thus removing the marks that 
should warn the collector away.
