1ast night between the Western Fuel |
Company and its employees. It will
‘be seen that The Herald covered ful-
1y the important points in its issue {
yesterday . Substantial increases
have been granted to all the em-
ployees not engaged in contract work :
and machinery is provided for the
mine committee to meet the manage-
ment to adjust all matters of dis-
pute that may crop up. On the
whole it can be said without any
fear of contradiction that the agree-
ment is one which will give the ut-
most satisfaction for the present,
and as far as possible guarantee
peace and harmony for the future.

It will be noticed that the agree-
ment only provides for underground
employees, The surface men have
not been overlooked, however. Their
scale of wages is also being revised,
and the work will be completed in a
day or two. The new schedule will
be made effective from the same date
as the agreement with the under-
ground employees.

The following is the full text of the
agreement:—
