When there|is a lack of warm
clothing there Jis always a drain
upbn the vital emergies which tends
to break down the bealth, and this
sometimes takes place when the
victim has such a good constitution
and such excellent health, as to be
able t6 bear with impunity almost
any neglect and exposure. I know
of women who ™ Weéar thin cotton

stockings all winter, and who say
that they do not need anything
warmer in.loo s, but these are not

healthy women, and I doubt if their
supposed ** feelings” correctly indi-
catd the body’s needs. Those who
dislike the feeling of wool in contact
with the skin (and I think that this
is much according to habit or use),
can wear a thin pair of cotton steck-
ings under woollen oucs, which is
better for warmth than two pairs of
cotton stockings.

Nourishing Food, Pure Air, Pleiw!i-
Sul Sleep, and Happy Frercise, are all
essential to perfect health. Nutri-
tious food is necessary for good
blood, and this cannot ba pure,
unless clean, fresh air be bountifally
supplied. Growth and repair caunol
go on properly without the entire
rest of healthy, unforced sleep, and
exercise of both body and brain is
necessary to the health sand strength
of each.— 4 merican Agriculturist for
December.

Keep a Bottle of Lime Water.

If good milk disagrees with a

child or grown person, lime water at
the rate of 8 or 4 tablespoonfuls to
the pint, mixed with the miik or
taken after it, will usually help di-
westion and prevent flatulence.
Lime water is a simple antaeid, and
is a little tonic. It often counter-
acts pain from acid froits, from
“wind in the stomach,” and frow
acids produced by eating candies
and other sweets; also ¢ stomach-
ache” (indigestion) from over-eat-
ing of any kind. A tablespoonful
for & child of two years old, to a gill
or more for an adult, is an ordinary
dose, while considerable more will
produce no serious injury. A pint
of cold water dissolves less than 10
grains of lime, and warm water still
less. Purelime water, even though
pretty closely corked, soon deterior-
ates by carbonic acid in the air,
which unites with the lime and set-
tles as an insoluble carbonate. To
have it always 1eady and good, and
at no cost, put into & tall pint or
quart glass oottle, of any kind, a
gill or so ef good lime just slaked
with water. Then fill the bottle
nearly « full of rain or other pure
water, and let it stand quietly, cork-
ing well. The lime will settle, leav-
ing clear limy water at the top.
Pour off gently as wauted, adding
more water as needed. Some car-
bonic acid will enter, but the car-
bonate will settle, often upon the
sides of the bottle, and freshly satur-
ated water remain. The lime shoald
be romeved and a new supply put in
once & year or 8o, unlass kept very
tightly corked.—American dgricul-
turist for December.

Catching Cold —Remedies.

While it is easy to catch cold in
midsummer, colds are usually more
prevelent when low temperature pre-
vails, though less in clear, steady
winter than during the variable
sping and sutumn. ¢ Catching
cold,” is usually the result of inequa-
tity of temprature in two parts of
the boly, especially adjacent psrts,
which disturb the uniform circula-
lation of the blood. At the place
were this disturbance oceurs, ** con-
gestion” arises, that is, a rush of
blood to a part from one direction

faster than it is carried off by the
chilled blcod vessels in the other
direction, and this produces serious
results if ‘'not spesdily remedied.
I'his diseased condition may extead
over the whole body, affecting mest
severely any organ already weak.
Thus

A COLD NAY COME FROM DAMP OR

CHILLED FEET;

from even a slight araft of air blow-
ing through a crack, upon one side
or portion of the body and cooling
it.; from standing near a fire or stove
and heating one side while the other
remains comparatively cold; from
warmer clothing on one part of the
body than on the other; from
lightly dressing the arms and lower
limbs, or leavinz them naked ; from
standing over a hot register; from
the chilling evaporation of water or
moisture, from & portion only of
one's clothing—; in general, from
any cause producing inequality of
temperature. ‘The causes of 8 cold,
pamed, indieate how to avoid one.
Maintaing general vigor by nourish-
ing, well digested' food, gives no
power to resist an attack.

WHEN TO BE ESPECIALLY EXPOSED,
a little tonic, as a grain or two of
quinine, tuken in advance, may be
useful. Siimulents, hke alcoholic
liquers, are but a temporary aid;

the reaction afier the first stimulat-
ing effects, leaves one morg, spbject
to take cold than “if the' stithalent
had been omitted.

Simple remedies will usually
remove & cold, if taken promptly,
before the congestion has produced
sorious  disorganization. When
struck with a sense of chillness, 15
to 30 drops of Aromatic Spirits of
Ammonia, in half a tumbler of
water, wiil often start a uniform
circalation all through the body, as

 this quickly enters the whole blood

and is stimulating.
SOAKING THE FEET IN WARM WATER,

gradually adding warmer water as
long as it can be oorne, draws off
the blood from all the rest of the
bedy, and often r:lieves congestion
in any local part. Smart friction
upon any pact or the whole of the
skin surface, or a uniform surface
swealing, produces like results. But
in these cases, special care must be
taken to prevent after-chilling of the
fect, or any other part. After the
ating, wipe dry quickly and
n warmly.

remedy we have found
for a recént cold is a moderate
movement of the bowels with castor
oil, or caustic or other mild cathar-
tic magnesia. This produces a flow
of fluid, drawn from the blood to

the alimentary canal, and thus re-j=

duces the pressure upon any one
congested point. just as drawing off
part of the water from a flooded
pond relieves pressure upon a weak-
ened dam or embankment. This is
to be followed by keeping the body
warm and comfortable, and toning
it up with good food, or a simple
tonio like quinine.  * Ieeding a
cold,” prior to faking a cathartic, is
the worst possible treatment. It is
only adding material to iucrease
the congestion.— A merican Agricultu-
rist for December.

Tak-
ipg a candle and giving his visitor
another, M. Couord entered one of
the cellars, the reporter following
him.

In these the
white germ was everywhere visible,
while in certain places little bunches
of mushrooms were seen. The rows
of earth wege corical, and not more
thao six or seven inches in height.

The cold especially is ruinous, #bd
in winter I have to be constantly on
the watch to prevent she distruction
of my little buttons. But I have
raised something larger than those
you Lavy seen. I have more than
once produced mushrooms weighing
over nine ounces, but such are rare
even in France.”
