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—Manitobs is not the only-part
of the British Empire in which there
is political dieaflection. The island
of Jawmaica, with a population of
600,000 is said to be on the verge of
revolt. This eolony, which up to
1865 enjoyed representative govern-
ment, has since thet time been
ruled by a Governor and a Legisla-
tive Council of fifteen members ap-
pointed by him. Some time ago a
vessel named the “Florence” was
wrongfully seized by the Custom
House. Legal proceedings were at
once  instituted by the owners and
they eventually proveq victorious in
the courts. The British Colonial
office, however, docidﬂ?thut the
Colony must pay %one fialf the
damages and costs of the suits, and
it is from the exaction of the eum,
amounting to about $20,000, that the
trouble has arisen. The Council at
first were unanimously of the
opinion that the Colony should not
bear any part of the above mentioned
damages, and in this opinion the
Governer, Sir Anthony Musgrave,
concurred. The Colonial Office,
bowever, peremptorily insisted on
the payment of the sum. On this
the Sclicitor-General and Auditor-
General resigned their seats in the
Council, but their places were at
once filled by men eof the preper
opinions, and on the 9th of Novem-
ber the required payment was
sanctioned by a vote of 9 to 6. This
act has been productive of the
fiercest excitement through the
island. All classes unite in de-
nouncing the Government. Monster
meetings are held, a memorial te
the DBritish Parliament is being
signed by salmost every onc, and
able counsel are to be secured for the
purposc of pleading in bebalf of
Jamaica at the bar of the House of
Commons.

—Mr. Gladstone has succecded in
gotting through the House his
twelve new rules of proaedure. The
first of these is the most 1mportant |
and the one against which the Tories |
and the Parnellites have fought most |
fiercely. By this the majority of
the Housc is enabled to secure the |
puttling of the main question. But
there are such important restrictions
placed on-the-cxerciso-of-this-power|
that itis highly improbablethat there
will be any real interference with
genuine liberly of debate. In the
first place, the speaker roust initiate
the cloture by stating that the de-
bate has proceeded sufficiently far
and that it is his opinien that the |
House desites the putting of the
main question. Then an undcbate- |
able motion to that effect must be
moved and seconded. If less than
forty members oppose chis motion,
it may be carried by the vote of one
bundred members in its faver.
Otherwise it must s.cure the votes
of at least two hundred. And, with
reference to the part taken by the
speaker in the operation, it should
be remembered that this official in
Enpgland has always been a per-
mwanent, non-partisan officer,selected
in the first place for his judicial and
impartial cast of migd. It is plain,
therefore, that if there is tyranny in

a very mild and guarded kind.

—The Sun Editor, in discussing
the Moncton Lottery displays a
biblical erudition that does him
infinite credit, but has hitherto been
concealed. He finds in the dis-
tribution of the lots in the Holy
Land, in the days of Joshua, a pre-
cedent for the alleged gambling at
Moncton. By a further search he
would have discovered that in those
days lots were drawn lo determine
the guilty party wheff™s theft was
committed, and the man who drew
the right ticket was promptly stoned
to death. A revival of this judicial
system may be expected, and if the
revorened gentlemau who drew the
high ticket at the late drswing,
should have siuilar suceess in the
drawing to ascertain who robbed
the bank, no doubt the editor of the
Sun would cast the first stone in
true Biblical spirit.

—Not long ago three Cuban
refugecs escaped from Ceuta in
Africa, and made their way to
Gibraltar.. There, through the
stupidity of a police magistrate,
they were given up to the Spaniards,
although they were merely political
offenders and althongh England has
no extradition treaty with Spain.
King Alfonzo and his ministry
have, netwithstanding, determined
not to hand over the refugces to the
British authorities, amd, though
there may be some little feeling in
the matter for a while, it is scarcely
probable that any warlike steps will
be taken by England. Earl Kim-
berley, Secretary of State for the
colonies, has, however, dismissed
the Colonial Secretary and Chief
Inspector of State at Gibraltar, but
rather curiously centents himself
with severely censuring the Police
Magistrate.

The
building was lit up in the evenings
with both gas and electric Jight.
The prize animals were brought in
the ring in the evenings and a
description of the weight, the
owners name, feed, breed, &c., were
anpounced by a speaker on a plat-
form. The stoek consisted prin-
cipally of Durham cattle and Grade
Durbsms. A few Ierefords and a
very few Polled Angus were shown.
The Durhams and their grades
carried off nearly all the prizes in
live animals, but dressed meat the
Herefords took both first and second
prizes. Canada had a good many
cattle on exhibition and was award-
ed a number of prizer, although
Canadian exhibitora had to pay a
duty of 20 per cent. or quarantine
their cattle for three months, whish
is next to prohibition.

The writer of the article from
which we bave clipped the above,
says :—Onpe romarkable feature of
this exhibition that we camnot under-
stand-is-this+ This-fat-stock cxhibit
is claimed by some of our American
ceusins to be the best in the world.
Kentucky bas attained a world re-
nowned reputation for its superior
blue grass region, its great wealthy
stockmen, its noted herds of short-
borns, and yet not one animal
from Kentucky was to be seen at
this exhibition, while peor Canada—
considered a frozen, barren wilder-
ness unfit for man to live in by some
American -orators—stands to the
front carrying off more prizes and
honors with an insignificent exhibit
of a fow animals brought in under
a tariff of 20 per cent. duty, than
ten times the number of cattle
exhibited by Americans themselves.
And what is still more remarkable
is the fact that notwithstanding the
praisebestowed ontheshrewdScotel,
the lavish expenditure of the Eng-
lish, and the indomitable pluck of
the American, yet the greatest
bonor that has been carried away
from this Exhibition bas been gained
by a Canadian. The €anadian
animals were incomparably superior
to those that were exhibited against
them.

Criminal Matters at Moncton.

0'Dowd.—Hallet.—Povey and the
Lawyers.

A moderately heavy boom in
criminal business has been noticed
in Moncton. First; Mr.-Hallett-wase
committed for trial for an indecent
assault upon Mrs. O'Dowd, Mr.
Thomas defending, Mr. Barry Smith
prosecating, and ’Squire Wortman
presiding. Mr. Thomas, worried ove:
the victory of Smith and injustice;
let it be thought among the military
authorities, at Halirax, that O'Dowd
was a deserter from a regiment of
Heér Majesty’s soldiery. Whereupon
a gergeant come to Moncion and the
alleged dcsorter was arrested and
placed in jail. Sergeant Povey, who
appears to be an officer of somewhat
vaccillating - disposition, changed
his mind presently and had his
prisoner removed te Mr. O'Dowd’s
own house, where Mrs. O'D., with
hospitable thought, provided divers

' [liquors of which all parteok. Then

came the Smith innings. The good
sorgeant was arrested, chdrged with
committing an assault upon his
prisoner. The assault was com-
mitted in great goed nature, if at
all, for it appears that all hands had
become good friends over the rosy.
The day for the trial of the sergeant
was fixed and he was allowed to
convey his frienda O'Dowd to Halifax.
The next thing was to re-capture
the prisoner. In this enterprise
Moncton generally took a part on
one side or the other. The resalt
was that O’'Dowd and the sergeant
set off for Halifax, accompanied by
the wife of the former. There was
a row in Truro, due to the fact that
O’Dowd was thought to have selected
the Pictou branch as his road, and
to the further fact that he objected
to wearing handcufls notwithstand-
ing the insistence of the sergearnt,
who by this time was reinforced by
a portion of the Halifax garrison.
A compromise was effected, the
officers being persuaded to remair
in Troro for a while (which they
were the more readily induced to do
as the train had gone without
thiem,) and Mr. O'Dowd consenting
to wear hand-cuffs in acar later in
the day. At Halitax Mr. O’Dowd
réviewod tweo regimonts, which
marched past with intent to identify
him. They failed, and the Mone-
tonian went home ‘to Moncton,
where the sergeant bad appeared to
answer to tho assault and beea re
manded for want of an accuser.
Subsequently the trial came off
and the facts of the assault were
brought out at some length. It ap-
pears that the quarrel occarred at
the O'Dowd mangion, where the
head of the house was waebing him-
self in one room, while the sergeant
talked eloquently of battlcs in an-
other, where were assembled a fair
sized audience. The casus belli was
an assertion by the officcr that there
were no Scotchmen among the-six
bundred ay Balaklava. The com-
plainant could not bear the thought
and rushed in to set the officer right
and to offer proof thay Scotland was
represented in the littlo affair. He
even offered to show that Wales and
Ireland had delegates on the field.
The officer tould stand the Scotch,
out the iotefpolation about the
Wolsh and Irish was so completely
irrevelant that he is said to have
pusbed Mrs. O’D. awgpy, which con-
stituied the sssault. Hsquire Wort-
man valued the push gt $8 which
was paid.
