This
establishment is under the able man-
agement of W. G. Creighton, Esq.,
who lias for a number of years been
engaged in the fish business, in other
parts of this County and Gloncester.
About a half a mile farther up the Is-
land is the preserving establishment
of Mr. Alexander Loudoun who does
the largest business, in preserving
salmon in hermetically sealed tin cans,
of any . of tho preserving establish-
ments in this Parish,
