JL Calamity.

The loss occasioned by the recent fire 
in Newcastle is a calamity quite unexpect­
ed by the people of Newcastle. For years 
they had prided themselves upon having 
a tire protection service sufficient under 
ordinary circumstances to protect the town. 
Having confidence in the means provided 
no effort was made to extinguish the fire 
at its start as could have been done witli 
buckets only that the people had learned to 
depend upon the steam tire engine w hich 
had never before failed th^n. On this 
occasion their confidence was misplaced, 
and there being no other effective resource 
to fall back upon, the fire spread until a 
total loss was sustained of about $40,000.

Such an amount capitalized years ago 
would have brought water into the tow'n 
from the Cruden Brook and the rent for 
waterused by the inhabitants would pay 
the interest on debentures and keep such a 
system in good working order. Even now 
it might be advisable to form a company 
for such a purpose, although the supply 
would have to be procured from the 
Midstream, double the distance of the 
Cruden Brook, or about four miles distant. 
This stream would give a head of water 
equal to that from a steam tire engine and 
available as soon as hose could be coupled 
on to a hydrant.

Now that our people have lost cpufidence 
in the protection afforded by a single 
steam fire engine other means must be 
introduced before they will again place 
confidence in a system such as has been n 
use in former times and which on an emer­
gency has failed us, and nothing but a 
snow all which occurred about the time 
the fire started and covered the roofs of 
buildings, saved t he town from being de­
stroyed.

Such risks qiust not be run agatn. A 
public meeting should be called and the 
matter fully discussed and means taken to 
prevent another such disaster overtaking 
the town.

The introduction of a steam pump or 
two to be placed in available places in 
town wdiere steam power is used would be 
something to fall back upon when the fire 
engine is disabled from any cause. It will 
be for the people to decide what may be 
the best means of preventing another such 
a serious tire from occurring in this towm.

Great Cosflagration.
----- >

Eleven Buildings Destroyed. Loss 
about $10,000. Insurance small.

At one o’clock on Monday morning an 
alarm of fire was rung by Policeman Hill, 
who made the ''discovery that the bam, 
owned by Mrs. Wheeler, in the rear of her 
store and residence, was in flames. Steam 
was got up in the fire engine but from 
some cause she refused to work and as by 
that time the engine house was on fire the 
engine was taken out on the ice, and an 
effort made to get her to work when her 
boiler collapsed leaving the town without 
lire protection except from the hand 
engine.

The wind was blowing fresh from the 
eastward when the alarm was given and 
the file rapidly burned its way through 
the workshop of Mr. J. H. Phinney and 
thence to the store of Donald Morrison, 
from thence down the wharf, destroying 
the stores of Mr. J. Doyle occupied by

. James Randle and Donald Morrison, and 
cleaning every building down to that of 
Mr. Lounsbury, where a determined 
stand was made by the bucket brigade 
which successfully fought «back the tire 
and saved the building. The contents 
were carried out for fear the building 
would burn.

The building owned by Mr. George 
Stables, the ground floor of which was 
occupied by the Era office and the up 
stairs as a tweeting room for the A. 0. U.

- W., was entirely destroyed, the furniture 
of the upper room being carried out, and 
also the material of the Era office which 
was got out in a damaged condition. The 
«cases of type are considerably pied, and 
tfche presses no doubt injured by the rough 
and hurried manner in which they were 
taken apart and carried ouf.

. In the meantime the fire had worked ! 
through Phinney*» and Morrison’s stores 
and these with the engin* twiise made a 
Ihot fire and then the lire workad along 
Castle street noi thward, destroying i 
besides the buildings already mentioned— 
the lock-up, Mrs. Wheeler’s store and 
residence, Mrs. Demers' Millinery store, 
and was then checked by the bucket- 
brigade at the harness shop of Mr. John 
Clark, the gable ends of the upper story 
«Ï which were torn out in the endeavor to 
pull the building down. Just as the work­
ers had succeeded in tearing out part of 
the gables a dash of water came from the 
hand engine and the fire was stopped after 
destroying the Demers building.

This stopped the fire from proceeding 
further in this direction, and was no 
doubt the means of saving the large 
establishment of Mr. J. D. Oeaghan, ike 
wall of which shows the effect* of the in­
tense beat tô whirl» it was subjected. Had 
the fire gdt possession of this building it 
Is hard to judge where the destruction 
in this direction would stop. In the other 
direction, the then light wind fanning the 
flames towards the corner stores known 
as the Park and Brown stores, energetic 
efforts were made to prevent them from 
catching fire. The hand engine, which 
had been doing good work at cheeking the 
fire at John Clark’# until all danger of 
spreading farther in this direction. 
Then the stream from the hand engine was

set to work to help the bucket brigade 
which so far had done great work especial- 

I ly on the roof of the Brown building and 
their efforts were successful.

It was fortunate that about midnight 
heavy snow fell for a while, in consequence 
of which the roofs were protected from the 
heavy showers of sparks and embers which 
were blown by the wind a long distance.

But for this fortunate circumstance the 
tire would undoubtedly have spread and 
caused further loss. The losses and insu­
rance are stated to be as follows ;—

George Stables, building burned. Loss 
$4U0. Insured for $300.

Era Office, tenants in the Stables build­
ing. damage to plant by hurried removal. 
No insurance. The proprietors l»ade$500 
on the power press which was got out in a 
slightly damaged condition.

Mary Chambers, also a tenant in the 
Stables building. Loss of household 
effects about $100.

P. Hennessy, building. Loss $500. No 
insurance.

Several tenants in this building saved 
only a part of t heir household effects.

The next building was ow ned by Mr. 
James Doyle, of Donglastown, and occu­
pied part by Mr. James Bundle and part 
by Mr. D. Morrison. Building valued at 
$800. No insurance.

James Bundle had about *4000 worth 
of stock in trade burned, with iusurance 
of $1700.

Mr. D. Morrison occupied part of this 
store for furniture all of which was burned. 
Loss about $3000. No insurance.

The building at the corner of the public 
wharf, also owned by James Doyle. Loss 
$1*200. No iusurance.

In this building Mr. Donald Morrison 
kept his large stock of dry goods, etc., 
most of which was burned. Loss $12,000. 
Insured for $2000.

Mr. Thos. Stewart, who lived upstairs 
in the Doyle building lost much of his 
effects, as well as the Orange Band in­
struments, which he had charge of. Loss 
$400. No insurance.

The fire engine house. Loss $3,000. 
Insured for $2.000. In addition to this 
there were five hundred feet of hose hang­
ing in the tower to dry which were 
burned. Valued at $300.

Mr. Beckwith, the care taker, whose 
duties at the engine kept him from look­
ing after his personal property, estimates 
his loss at $300.

The store and wbrkshop of Mr. J. H. 
Phinney, from which nothing but the 
books were saved, entails a very heavy 
loss. The building Was valued at $2,000. 
Stock in trade, tools, stoves, etc., valued 
at $4,000. A total loss of $6,000. No 
Insurance.

The lock-up owned by Mr. J. H. Phin­
ney, rented to the Police committee. 
Building worth about $100. No in­
surance.

The residence and store of Mrs. P. 
Wheeler. Building valued at $600. In­
sured for $400. Stock and furniture 
valued at $800. No Insurance. There 
was an insurance of $300 on her piano 
which was got out in a damaged condition.

Building owned by James Robinson, 
Esq. M. I\, loss about $250. Stock of 
millinery goods therein owned by Mrs. 
J. Demers. Some of the goods were 
saved Loss estimated at $1000. Insured 
for $800.

Building owned by James Robinson, 
Esq., M. P. Valued at $200. Will need 
considerable repairs. Occupied by Mr. 
John Clark as a harness shop. Mr. 
Clarke’s tools and stock were carried out, 
some of the former in a damaged condition. 
No insurance.

A great deal of dissatisfaction is justly 
felt that the condition of the steam fire 
engine was not what was to be expected 
o: a machine supposed to be ready for use 
when required. Whether the fault was 
with the engineer or whether it was caused 
by some part of the boiler or tubes giving 
way will no doubt be investigated. At 
the fire at Ritchie’s last fall the machine 
worked unsatisfactorily and seemed not to 
bs depended upon for some reason or 
other, but we understood that the trouble 
was overcome by putting a larger inspira­
tor on the engine, and when tried on one 
or two occasions since that fire worked 
admirably. We do know that previous 
to the two last fires every confidence was 
placed in the steam tire engine which had 
always done good service under the same 
care taker as at present, and has saved 
large amount of threatened property at 
different times. If the engine has given 
out have it thoroughly repaired, and in 
the meantime the firewards should hold an 
investigation as to the cause of the col 
lapse.

The engine is now undergoing repairs at 
the hands cf Mr. Gulliver, a boiler maker 
from Chatham, and vil} again be ready for 
use to-day.

The hand engine received so much vio* 
lent usage at the tank that she was also 
rendered useless and was sent down to 
Chatham for repairs during the day. The 
result of giving men rum to get them to 
work, when, as ie usually the case instead 
of making them work it made them useless 
after a few minutes of such violent work 
that the engine was broken, and then they 
went reeling around more fit for setting 
fires than of helping to extinguish them.

Mrs. Stewart had a narrow escape from 
being burned to .death. She had partly 
dressed herself wfren the alarm was given, 
but was in her bare feet. q.ç<ji busied her­
self in taking up carpets and putting 
things handy for the men to carry out, 
As the men were taking a stove the tire 
burnt through into the hall when they 
.propped the stove and ran. At the door 
they 0J6£t deputy sheriff VVm. Irving and 
tried to persuade him not to go in as it 
was dangerous, but be Jtu&y t hat Mrs. 
Stewart was there and .lie forced bis vay 
through the flames, moving the stove to 
One side to allow them to pass by and 
then he took bold of Mrs. Stewart and 
forced her through the fire and down stairs 
when she was escorted to the Commercial 
travelling through the snow in t>are 
feet. She suffered somewhat from thé 
cold but was doing nicely yesterday. 
Irvine had the back of his neck and the 
back of his right hand burned.

Application was telegraphed to Chat­
ham for the services of an engine, but as 
they only had one steam fire engine in 
working .order a hand engine was sent 
up which was i*adc useful in drown 
out the tire.

The small lire bell* a retie of old 
Newcastle mechanics and ship builders 
club of about sixty years ago, which had 
purchased it from the captain of a vessel, 
a licautiful toned bell, will never ring again 
unless recast, a portion of the rim being 
melted with the heat. It has been taken 
charge of by Mr. Thos. Maltby, a member 
of the old club, who intends to keep it as 
a valuable relic of by gone days.

The large bell appears to be uninjured 
and it should be at once mounted so that 
it may ring an alarm in case of further 
tires.

The roof of the Commercial Hotel was 
on tire several times and nothing but 
hard and persistent 
saved it.

(Othcial Report. )
Kkehekhton, X. B., Feb. 4 - The 

legislative assembly met at half past two 
o’clock. The clerk, Mr. Ruinsford, refer­
red to ilie death of Mr. Richards, clerk 

and nominated George V. 
Dibblee to fill the vacancy, file nomina­
tion was approved by the house, and Mr. 
Dibblee entered upon the discharge of his 
duties, after receiving the congratulations 
of Mr. Speaker.

The members elected since last session 
were sworn in by Judge Van wart, and 
were introduced to Mr. Speaker in the 
follow ing order. Surveyor General Dunn, 
by Premier Mitchell and Solicitor General 
White ; Mr. Davidson, by Provincial 
Secretary Tweedie and Hon. Mr. Labjllois ; 
Mr. Osman, by Premier Mitchell and 
Chief Commissioner Hmmerson ; Mr. Car­
penter, by Provincial Secretary Tweedie 
and Hon. Mr. Kerris.

At three o’clock, Ilis Honor Lieut. 
Governor McClelan came into the assembly 
chamber and opened the legislative as­
sembly with the following speech from the 
throne :
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Lcgis 

lativc Assembly :
It affords me great pleasure to meet, 

you in parliament assembled for the dis­
charge of your important legislative duties 
for the first time since I have entered upon 
the trust reposed in me as the represen­
tative of Her Most Gracious Majesty in 
this province.

The lamented death of my immediate 
predecessor in a foreign land, whither he 
had gone seeking the restoration of his 
health, was deeply felt by the whole 
people of his native province, to whose 
interests he had devoted so much of his 
life, and I am confident you will join 
with me in paying a just tribute of respect 
to his memory.

I am happy to be able to congratulate you 
upon the fairly prosperous condition of 
the business of the province. Providence 
has given our farmers average crops, and 
wherever farming has been pursued upon 
correct principles, results have been satis­
factory. I am happy to be able to assure 
you that throughout the province generally 
there is a gradual improvement of methods 
in agriculture, and I trust the day is not 
far distant when our farmers will take 
their proper position among their brother 
workers in the different provinces of the 
dominion. The rapid development of the 
dairy industry in the province within the 
past few' years and many récent changes 
and improvements in agricultural methods 
with which it is of the utmost importance 
that our farmers should keep fully abreast 
in order to hold their proper position in 
the dominion, has led my government to 
consider carefully the state of the laws 
with regard to agrieulturc, with a 
view to bringing them up more 
fully to the requirements of the 
tin'os. Measures will be submitted for 
your consideration, which it is hoped will 
still further stimulate this most important 
industry.

Our lumbermen, who compose so large a 
class of our population, have also had a 
prosperous year, and are looking to the 
future more hopefully than for some time 
past. The policy of my government in 
conserving as far as possible the forest 
lands of the province has had an excellent 
effect upon the lumber business, and this 
will be felt more and more as years elapse 
and our timber lands become more valu­
able.

The reign of our most gracious sovereign, 
Queen Victoria, has exceeded in length 
that of any of her predecessors who 
have occupied the throne of England, or of 
Great Britain and Ireland. Her reign re­
presents an era in the history of the empire 
marked by great development in arts and 
manufactures, in political liberty, in the 
improved moral and social condition of the 
whole people, in Christian benevolence 
and in the vast extension of the empire, 
and its increase in material wealth and 
power. In connection with these is the 
power for good which has always marked 
the public and private life of her majesty, 
and has made itself felt in every part of 
the empire. We may safely predict that 
her reign will be regarded as the brightest 
in the annals of our country, and I am con­
fident that the loyal subjects of her most 
gracious majesty in New Brunswick will 
join during the year in celebrating the 
triu.npl s of this long and glorious epoch in 
the history of the empire.

While our province has during the post 
year been blessed with an abundant har­
vest and a large measure of general pros­
perity, a serious calamity has befallen our 
fellow subjects in India, where a famine of 
almost unprecedented severity has desolat­
ed a wide extent of territory and brought 
suffering and death to many thousands. 
The bond which unites all dependencies of 
the crown is, happily, such that disaster 
can befall no part of the empire, however 
remote, without exciting a responsive sym­
pathy throughout the whole. Indeed a 
calamity so widespread apj severe as is 
that which font? cast its devastating blight 
ever w large a portion of India cannot fail 
to evoke an aotj.ve sympathy from all 
Christian people, without distinction of 
racp or nationality, As was expected, 
therefore, much has been done to alleviate 
the acute distress and suffering which mark 
the progress of this great disaster ; but, 
unhappily, much yet remains to be done.

11 am satisfied it is only necessary for me to 
point out to the people of this province 
how urgent is the call upon them from our 
suffering fellow subjects in India to ensure 
a ready and benevolent response.

The thought of 
dentil must appeal to us all, and when its 
victim is one so much respected and so 
well loved as was the late Oovernor Frazer, 
taken away suddenly after climbing the 
ladder of fame through the various stages 
of a useful life, distinguished in the legal 
profession, a legislator, a statesman and 
distinguished member of the judiciary and 
lieutenant governor, death came to him at 
the moment of glory and we have only ns 
compensation the sad reflection that he 
had reached the topmost rung when the 
dread messenger arrived. (Applause.)

The fabric of our commonwealth pro- 
vides that the business of life shall still 
proceed in spite of these sad bercaveinen ts 
And I may be pardoned if I acknowledge 
the honor paid to my own constituency by 
the selection of his successor in the person 
of Governor McClolan, a gifted and honor­
ed son of Albert county, who will without 
question ably perform the arduous duties 
of his important post. (Applause.)

The promise of special interest on the 
part of the government to matters of agri­
culture must give assurance to this house 
that this industry is justly cot sidered the 
natural backbone of our structural life as a 
country ; it is therefore impossible to mag­
nify its importance. The assurance that 
the methods of carrying out this work show 
improvement, that the greater care and 
various change» which are the result of the 
encouragement of dairying, are in better 
qualities in the articles thus produced is 
evidence that the farmers themselves are 
fully alive to the fact that they can profit 
by the experience of others, and with the 
markets of the world open to them, there 
will still be a bright future for the indus­
trious and intelligent “ son of the soil,” 
when the business of cutting lumber shall 
have gone the way of the business of build­
ing wooden ships.

lt is a matter of congratulation that dur 
ing the past year the price of lumber has 
been so much more remunerative than in 
the less recent past, and of still further 
congratulation that in this rospcct the cur 
rent year bids fair to surpass the lust.

Whit member of this house, Mr. Speak­
er, can fail to be touched by the tribute of 
affectionate respect and deep loyalty to 
Her Majesty Queen Victoria in the speecli 
from the throne. It will, I am sure, find 
immediate and deep response in the hearts 
of her servants here assembled, and I may 
be pardoned, sir, if, coming, as I do, fresh 
from election in a county bearing the name 
of one who in life the Queen held dearer 
than throne or power (applause), her con­
sort, the late Prince Albert. (Applause.) 
I confess to some sentiment and in retros­
pect view some of the incidents of her 
eventful life. The sweet maiden* Queen, 
the happy bride, the good mother, the 
bereft and sorrowing wife, and through all 
these phases the courageous queen, may 1 
say, better than all, the pure, true, good 
won an, God bless her. (Applause.) It is 
a privilege to have lived during such a long 
and glorious reign, lt is a great privilege 
which is accorded to all the members of 
the house, that of sharing in the duty of 
governing a portion of her mighty empire 
and as a poor private, foot soldier in her 
ranks, I acknowledge the pride I feel in 
sharing in the representation of one of the 
gems in the duster of constituencies which 
together form the province of New Bruns­
wick. Not the least in brilliancy is the 
beautiful and fcitile county of Albert. 
This reign has been mai ked by events of 
such vast importance that time will not 
permit even a brief reference to victories 
gained in the various fields of progression, 
amongst which those in the battlefield, 
whether oh sea or land, wl,ilc indicative of 
the power of Britain’s strong right arm, 
bring to the conqueror regretful thoughts 
that such things have to be.

The time is fast ap­
proaching when the farmer who wishes to 
make farming a success, who wishes to 
keep abreast of the times, who wishes to 
compete with farmers in other provinces 
of this dominion, who wishes to obtain for 
himself and his family the necessities and 
comforts of life, and to educate them, 
must be a man of mind as well as of 
muscle, must he able to analyze the soil of 
his farm and tell what is required to 
make it productive, must be able to tell a 
profitable farm animal from an vnprofit 
able one, and, in short, must be educated 
for his professiou as men are educated for 
other professions in life. (Applause.)
