The overnight develop­
ments reported in the press, however, 
caifsed less confidence to be f:<lt than 
previously that the Scheidmann gov­
ernment would be able to control the 
situation.

An American mission comprising 
Messrs. Ellis, Gresel, Lithgow and Os­
borne, with a force of clerks, will leave 
for Berlin for the purpose of keeping 
the American peace delegation inform­
ed of events.
