The Short Line.

Sir John Macdonald has laid before the
commons the report of Collingwood
Schreiber, government engineer, upon the
completed survey of the Harvey-Moncton
section ofthe Short Line railway. Theroute
chosen is between Harvey station on the
New Brunswick railway and a pointon the
Intercolonial, near Moncton, via Frederic-
ton, and Mr. Schreiber expressed the opin-
ion that the shortest; best and cheapest line
the country could afford has been secured.
Owing to the physicial ‘eatures of the
country, it has been found necessary to leave
a choice of two lines. One leaves Harvey
station and passes through the city of Fred-
ericton running generally in an eastern dir-
ection to Wilson’s Brook and connecting
with the Intercolonial at Berry's Mills
station. The other follows the same route
until it reaches Wilson's Brook, where it
branches off to Salisbury Station on the I.
C. R. west of Moncton. From Gordon Creek,
for about six miles in approaching Frederic-
ton from the west, there are two locations
from which to choose, one crossing the
Fredericton branch railway by a high level
bridge, the other at rail level from Wilson's
creek, eastward. Two locations have also
been made, one to Berry’s Mills, the other
to Salisbury. The route from Harvey to
Moncton via Berry’s Mills is the shortest of
the two by two miles, but it has the disad-
vantage of needing three and three-quarters
miles more to be constructed. The proposed
foute is described at some length and the
following tables of distances are given:
From Montreal to Halifax, via Mattawam-
keak, Harvey, Fredericton and Berry’s Mills,
723 miles; via Mattawamkeag, Harvey,
Fredericton and Salisbury, 725 miles; via
Mattawamkeag and St. John, 775 miles; via
Chaudiere Junction, Campbellton and Monc-
ton, 848 miles.

The cost of the construction of the line
via the Harvey-Berry’s Mills route is placed
at $2,297,000, or about $20,000 per mile.

The Prorogation,

The legislature was prorogued, with the
usual ceremonies, on Wednesday, the session
having lasted six weeks.
His Honor Sir Leonard Tilley, attended by a
guard of honor from the Infantry School
under the command of Capt. Hemming,
went to the legislative council, and the
popular branch having been summoned the
following speech was read :'

SPEECH.

“Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of
the Legislative Council,
“Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of
© Assembly,

“My acknowledgements are due to you
for the attention with which you have de-
voted yourselves to the general busir.ess of
the session, as well as to those subjects
which from time to time I have submitted
to you. :

“As you are intimately acquainted with
the requirements of the province, I sincerely
hope that the questions which have re-
ceived your consideration, have been dis-
posed of in a manner most in accordance
with its best interests.

“Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly,

you have made for the great pubiic works
and services.

“I am especially hopeful that the initial
steps you have taken towards encouraging
the establishment of cheese and butter
factories throughout the province, may b&
productive of the most beneficial results.

“Mr. President, and Honorable Genllemen of
the Legislative Gouncil,

“Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly,

‘“‘ Congratulating you upon the eonelusion
of your arduous labours, I have much
pleasure in relieving you from furtherat-
tendance upon your public duties, with an
earnest prayer for yourindividual prosperity
and happiness.”
