Anecdotes of a Famous 
Poet Priest.

(By Patrick Dempsey, io Extension.)

Few of John Banister Tabb’s 
readers know anything about him as 
a man. Most oi them know that he 
is a Catholic priest, a convert and 
that be is a recluse; but there their 
knowledge of the man ends. At the 
age of eighteen be knew so little 
about priests that be said to a certain 
Reverend Father: “ Pardon me, 
but was your father a priest ? 
Father Tabb thought the honor was 
handed down from father to eon. 
That priest later oonvertéd “Fdtber 
Tabb, and gave him a rosary of Job's 
tears, which the poet-prieet ever 
carries with him,

Father Tabb is no longer young— 
over sixty. He taught the two 
lowest classes of English at St. 
Charles’. College, Eilioott Oity, 
Maryland, and a class of Bible 
history, but nothing else, though he 
is well versed in Latin and Greek 
literature. He has writen for the 
use of his classes a small book called 
“Bone Rules; or, lbe Skeleton of 
English Grammar.”

He is a confirmed punster, No 
day passes but one or another of his 
pupils must listen to a pun. He will 
meet a favorite in the corridor or in 
the grounds, and the boy may bear 
something like this:

“ He sat upon a well,
And leaning o’er the brink,
Drwn to the bottom fell,
And died, they thought, of drink, 
But when they raised his trunk, 
To dry it on the grass,
They found the water drunk,
But he quite sober was." 

or a delicious play on words like the 
following :

If Harry Thurston Peck at Poe, 
His Peck ability to show,
'Tie well for him that such a foe, 
No longer oar return the blow. 
His eyesight had always been 

very poor ; so poor that at times he 
could hardly see. Yet even this 
affl otion he made matter for puns 
“ Who is speaking about my demise 
(dim eyes?”) be demanded, over­
hearing two of the students com­
menting on bis bad sight. “I am 
very much alive.”

O i one occasion he told the stu­
dents that he intended to go to 
Baltimore and take his two weakest 
pupils with him. The younger end 
smaller boys vied with one another 
for the distinction, but all were dis­
appointed ; Father Tabb went alone 
to the oculist’s.

He is eccentricity itself. At the 
lectures, which are given to the stu­
dents from time to time by famous 
litterateurs, Father Tabb is never 
present. He stone ptoli» notice. 
A noted poet and abort story writer 
lectured at the college one night. 
Next morning be called at Father 
Tsbb's room and tapped at the door. 
It was opened slightly, and the un­
welcome intruder caught an angry 
glance from a pair of weak, speo- 
taoled eyes; then the door slummed, 
and the key turned in tbe look.

On holidays at tbe college, when 
most visitors arrive, Father Tabb 
will not come down to dinner. He 
dines in his room, and he sees no one 
save tbeetudeni* or the servants. 
He has been known to enter the 
refectory, and at sight of a visitor 
b at a hasty retreat to bis room.

Toere is a mutual respect and 
admiration between Cardinal Gib- 
botis and Father Tabb, though 
oei’her has seao tbe ( ther for yesrs. 
When H e Eminence visits the <v 1- 
leg-, bis alma mater, which be does 
about twice a year, Father Tabb 
retires to the seclusion of bis room, 
and there remains till the Cardinal 
it gone. Yet tbe Cardinal and he’ 
correspond, and Father Tabb sends 
him witty poems—perhaps puns, 
too.

Fnher Tabb lore* Poe and Coir, 
rfdge, *nd he speeka lovingly of 
« my Sballeyaod Kee1*.’’ Anyone 
who bee heard him recite “Tbe 
/Uuienl Mariner, 'or “The Raven,’

He sketches a little io black and 
white, and often, while reciting in 
tbe olaesroom, he illustrated the 
poems with drawings on the black­
board. He never tires of Poe’s 
stories, “ The Arabian Night,” and 
the old fairy-tales, such as “ Jack and 
the Beanstalk." To hear him read 
“ The Black Oat" or “ The Cask of 
Montillado is to have your fill of 
horrors.

He has a wonderful ear for music 
and knows “ II Trovatore" by heart. 
He performs very well on the piano, 
but plays all by ear. He had a 
music teacher once, but he learned 
tbe selections from tbe teacher’s 
playings ; that was all, he never 
mastered the notes. Almost every 
evening Father Tabb plays On tbe 
piano in tbe students' recreation ball; 
and tbe boys, gathering about him, 
listen with delight. None most 
speak ; Father Tabb will not allow 
that ; a word would break the spell.

He usee tobacco in no form. He 
will never bid any one good bye. 
On commencement day at college he 
goes crff into the woode by himself, 
and will not return till all the stu­
dents have departed for their homes.

He writee his poems by fits and 
starts. Sometimes, in the middle of 
the night, ho will arise and jit down 
one of these quatrains of his that 
lovers of poetry delight in.

His looks are not at all preposs­
essing— a very small bald head, 
scaly complexion, crane like neck, 
narrow frame, ve>y round shoulders 
and long arms.

But in that slender chest beats a 
loving heart—bow loving only bis 
pupils know. His nature lacks not 
the milk of human kindness.

British Capital in Canada ,rom hostilities. Thui peace reigns
for the time being, but it is predict-

Tbe subjoined "list, (some item* of 
which bave already appeared in our 
oolnmne) of British firms who bave 
already set np or taken over indus­
trial establishments in Caoads, has 
appeared in the presa. The Cana­
dian Pacific Railway Company some 
months ago appointed a specie 
“industrial agent" to stimulate this 
movement; and among other metb 
ods, circulated among British mann 
facturera and others a long list of 
cities, towns, and even villages, 
along its lines, from New Brunswick 
on tbe Atlantic to Vancouver Island 
in tbe Pacific Ocean, where there 
were openings for capital in yarioue 
industries, from lumbering, mining, 
and manufacturing on a large scale 
down to retail shops.

In Nova Scotia Nobles have pur­
chased the Acadia Powder Com­
pany’s plant near Halifax; while a 
group uf British capitalists, beaded 
by Sir Thomas Troubridge, have 
bought over 400,000 acres ol 
timberland and eight miles from the 
Alfred Dickie Company, In Quebec 
a British mBnafeetpring company 
has begun near Montreal the build­
ing of a factory to employ 1000 
hands. In Ontario a Kidderminster 
carpet company is establishing a 
branch at Peterboro; a Welsh tin­
plate company is about to erect a 
factory employing 250 bands at 
Welland in the Niagara fruit district, 
and British capitalists are also tak­
ing over or starting brick works at 
Hamilton and St. Thomas, while a 
new smelter is in contemplation at 
Port Hope. At the Provincial 
capital, Toronto, tbe British Can­
adian Departmental Stores, with 
£600,000 capital, have bought the 
site of Knox College, and will in a 
few months begin the erection of a 
12-etorey building to cost £100,000. 
Messrs Fleming and Pearson have 
formed a company to take over the 
great business of the Lake Superior 
Corporation, one of whose eleven 
concerns has supplied the Canadian 
Pacific Railway with £1,500,000 of 
steel rails. In Manitoba, tbe Soot 
tish Co-operative Society is erecting 
six grain elevators to supply its 
Glasgow mills ; and a still larger 
number of elevators—40, it is said 
—are to be put up at various western 
points by tbe British Consolidated 
Mills Company. In British Colum­
bia an English ironmaster has been 
orgenixing a Northern Iron and 
Steel Corporation, with £1,000,000 
capital, to operate at Vancouver, and 
the initial plant is to cost £500,000. 
Messrs J Rogers & Sons, of Sheffield, 
and Messrs Donlton, of tbe Lsmbetb 
potteries, are negotiating for sites at 
Vancouver, and the Birkenhead Car 
Manufacturing Company for a site 
at Winnipeg; while Scottish cap­
italists intend to pnt np a thread and 
ooidage factory at Toronto.

Tbe Richelieu and Ontario Navi­
gation Company, which runs lines of 
steamboats from Hamilton, Ontario, 
and Toronto to Montreal, Quebec, 
and the Saguenay, has a capital of 
$3,132,000 (^643,561.) Last year 
il reported groaa earnings of $1,241, 
000 (£254,999,) and after paying 
interest on $500,000 (£102,739) 
bonds held in England had a surplus 
of $250,741 (£51,528.) A dividend 
of 5 per cent was declared.

Tbe prospectus has been issued by 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway 
Company of £1,000,000 of four per 
cent debenture stock at 90 per cent. 
The stock will rank pari passu with 
tbe £2,000,000 of similar stock 
already issued, and is subject to 
redemption of 105 per oeot at any 
time after March 1, 1936, after 
twelve months notice. Interest will 
be guaranteed by tbe Grand Trunk 
Railway Company of Canada, and a 
full half-year’s interest will be due 
on September 1. The proceeds of 
tbe issue will be applied iu the 
purchase of the rolling stock which 
will be required on the opening of 
the Prairie section and the Lake 
Superior branch of the railway.

The British people are figuring on 
the situation in a practical way. It 
is pointed out that war with Germany 
would cost Britain $5,001,000 a day. 
One Dreadnought costs about $io, 
000,000, or the same ss two days of 
war ; therefore it would be a great 
deal cheaper to build enough Dread 
noughts to put war out of tbe question 
then to allow Germany’s mounting 
ambition to precipitate a coutest, sod 
it is under these conditions that as­
sistance from the colonies at the pre 
sent time might have inestimable 
value in the maintenanc ol peace. 
Ottawa Citizen

A Government Spectacle.

Mr Fielding, in moving the resolu­
tion in favor of making a loan of $io, 
000,000 to the Grand Trunk pacific 
Railway Company, spoke in a minor 
key. Practically he bad to say that 
the crcumstances were such that there 
was no choice of action. Tbe Gov­
ernment had been committed to a 
scheme and had to do more than it 
had bargained for because there was 
no help for It. There were those in 
the House of Commons who remem­
bered how, when the National Trans­
continental project was sprung on the 
country, Mr. Fielding almost scream­
ed out his actuarial calculation that 
the whole cost to the treasury of Can­
ada couid be provided for by the in 
vestment of a part of the surplus of 
1902, a surplus that, by the way, was 
expended before It was accumulated. 
They must have smiled at the figure 
cut by the Minister of Finance when 
he rose to add another $10,000.000 to 
the $180,000,000, that tbe Govern­
ment will have to provide for tbe en­
terprise he and his colleagues and 
supporters proclaimed could be car­
ried through for between fifty and 
sixty millions. More than their whole 
estimated cost has already been pro­
vided, the wotx is not half completed 
and the credit of Canada has been 
lowered to the standard of a second 
rate colony. What it will be when 
the work is completed no oue will 
venture to say, the ministers least of 
all. Canada is paying a heavy price 
for having entrusted its affairs to a lot 
of spendthrifts, not one of whom is 
capable of making a business estimate 
of what their policies will result in, 
and not one of whom has aoy care 
for what the outcome of their acts 
will be so long as they have moni^ to 
scatter through the constituencies; for 
bribery works.—Montreal Gazette.

An emergency 
meeting of the Russian imperial coun 
cil was summoned and within twenty- 
four bojtiri ftpisia yielded completely 
to Germany's demand. Servie was
