The head 
was charred beyond recognition, the 
heart was cut out, hands and feet man­
acled, the lower part of the stomach cut 
open and the whole a msaa of festering 
corruption. In the bush the body of a 
second man was found stripped and 
burnt, the heart cut, abdomen cut open 
and hands chopped oil Both these men 
h*d been scalped. It was a disgusting 
and sickening sight, and again bitter 
curses on the Indians were heard.

Arriving at Frog lake the settlement 
was found to consist of the Roman 
Catholic mission, a mill and some eight 
or nine set tiers’ houses, and the church 
parsonage. Every settler’s house woe 
named, levelled to the ground, and 
their contenta strewn around in the cel- 
Lr of the parsonage, and guided there by 
a terrible email, one of the meet awful 
eights ever seen wee witnessed. Four 
dead bodies ware found huddled together 
in the corner. Two of the bodies were 
those of Father Faffsrd and Father Laflac 
and another was that of a Ly brother, 
and the fourth of some one unknown, 
llie corpses were horribly mangled. All 
four heads were charred with fire beyond 
recognition. The four hearts had been 
tom out and wide incisions had been 
made in the lower part of the stomachs. 
The strong men of the regiment cried 
like women. The four corpses were in­
terred next morning.

Many persons are afraid tc trim ever­
greens, under the impression that as the 
buds are in so many instances terminal 
it would be impossible to cause a fresh 
growth of young shoota. The fact is, 
no other family of plants is more greatly 
benefitted by systematic pruning, not ev­
en the pines. The great majority of 
plants sre furnished with adventitious 
buds, that is, hidden organs which dev­
elops and grow from the surface of 
the branch apart from their usual posit­
ion. We have only to examine a per­
fect hedge to ascertain how much denser 
a plant may be induced to growwhen 
frequent clppingy^iaa been restored to. 
Under the plea of formality, some other­
wise careful arboriculturists neglect the 
pruning ; but this is a mistaken view, as 
the operation is merely recommended 
while the trees are young, so that in 
after years an occasional refractory limb 
will be all ihtre is needing cutting. 
Many careful gardeners prefer leaving 
this work until the first week in June,as 
the firstgrowth which is usually the most 
vigorous may then be checked, and in­
duced to thicken up. Sufficient time is 
also allowed for the new growth to ma­
ture before severe weather can injure it.
