Catching these animals in the 
close season when the cubs are 
young, by digging, smoking or trap­
ping them in and about their dens, 
would be really killing the goose to 
get the golden eggs, and would clean 
the country out of foxes in a year or 
two at most. It is pretty wdl known 
that the fur trade of Newfoundland 
alone puts more money in the pock­
ets of the poor man than the seal- 
fishery, and if properly practiced, 
and nô out-of-season skins sent to 
market, the amount could easily be 
more than doubled. Add to that, at 
the price now ruling for live foxes 
of all colors, and the large prices 
that are offered for Otter, Mink, -Mar­
tin, Lynx, Muskrat for breeding pur­
poses. and you have unlimited pos­
sibilities, as to the ranching of those 
animals by our own jieople. For­
eigners coming here to do ranching
only required a fen men, ini tie
money made out of the venture, 
would all go out of- the country to 
enrich the stranger, jgMout] benefit-
ting the people of thé coufPbgsin any I 
way.

Fox Farming enough ta feed and clothe their fam­
ilies. These are the people who are 
now taking up the work in Ontario 
and Ita Northern Quebec. Prince Ed­
ward Island people have to pay very 
large prices even for common foxes 
as1 they have no foxes in a wild state, 
on the Island, and have to import 
or buy at large prices from ranch­
ers. Many valuable foxes have been 
shipped from • Newfoundland, having 
been sold to agents and others for 
one-fourth of their true value. If 
opr own people could 1>e induced tot 
go into ranchtng themselves, they 
could keep their old stock to breed 
from, and sell the cubs at .fancy pric­
es. for breeding purposes. Silver 
and Black foxes are selling now at 
from two to ten thousand dollars 
each. Only two weeks ago eleven 
pairs of Black and Silver foxes were 
sold to a Halifax firm for $360,000 
(three, hundred thousand dollars), 
the seller, holding an interest in the 
foxes sold. He (the seller) still'" 
holds his own ranch with a number 
of valuable foxes which he has re­
fused to 4pll at any price, he having 
so much ebnfidence in the future Of 
the business. That man went into

Nothing is more easily prepared 
than the den in which the fox sleeps. 
The most approved plan is to have a 
barrel laid o» -its side with a hole cut 
in the head as for a dog kennel. A 

/box is then nailed over the hole and 
a small entrance cut in the side of 
the box. This is done so that no 
light will get into the den. as welbaei 
to keep out currents of cold air, and 
to ma.ke the den as nearly like their 
own dens when in the wild state as 
possible.

the weather is frosty, the pressure of 
the trap stops the circulation of the 
blood, and the foot frostburns, with 
the result that gangrene ifets in and 
nf the foot is nof taken off at once 
the animal dies. In' the Straits of 
Belle Isle and some of the settle­
ments on the Nfld. side of thé Gulf 
of St. Lajvrence, the trappers have a 
better plan which does not in the
