Madrid, July 3.—In consequence of the 
passage of the Bill aboliithing constitu­
tional guarantees, the irreconcilable de­
puties have withdrawn from the Cortes.

New York. July 2.—Recorder* Hackett 
to-day denied the motion for a- new trial, 
and sentenced Wm. J. Sharkey., for the 
murder of Robt. G. Dunn, to *bo hanged 
on the 15th of August.
