filled. When the message from his Ex­
cellency was delivered, requesting the at­
tendance at the Bar of the Senate of tho 
faithful Commons, the exodus was con­
ducted with a good deal more than usual 
order, and the crush around the entrance 
to the upper chamber, though necessarily 
considerable, was nothing compared to 
last year. A good many of the older 
members did not go into the vice-regal 
presence at all, and a greater number 
still retired when the Speech from the 
Throne had been delivered in English.

On the return of the members from the 
Senate, and when the usual formula of 
reading the Royal speech from the 
Speaker’s desk had been proposed and 
dispensed with,

Mr. Speaker announced the elevation 
of Mr. Bellerose to the Senate, and the 
issue of a writ for the election of a mem­
ber to represent Laval county in his 
stead ; also that returns had been recei­
ved to the writ issued for the election of 
a member to represent the newly admitted 
Province of Prince Edward’s Island, and 
to that issued for the election of a mem­
ber to represent the county of Carlton,
N. B., in place of the deceased Mr. Con­
nell.

The P. E. I. members are Mr. D. 
Laird, Kings County, Mr. J. 0. Pope, 
Prince County, Mr. John Yeo, Mr. Sin­
clair, Queen’s County, Mr. A. C. McDon­
ald, Kings County, Mr. I). David, Kings 
County, Mr. Appleby, the newly elected 
member for Carloton Co. N. B. and the 
representatives referred to were introduced 
to the Speaker by various Ministers and 
private members, and -took their seats 
amidst loud cheers.

Sir John Macdonald introduced the 
several Bills required for the conduct of 
the business for the year, and presented 
documents transmitted by the Govern­
or General for the information of tho 
members containing—1st. The papers 
relative to the disallowance of tho Act to 
provide for the examination of witnetses 
on oath by Committee of the Senate and 
House of Commons in certain cases. 2nd. 
Papers relative to tho prorogation of Par­
liament on tho 13th day of August last. 
3rd. Papers relative to the issue of the 
Royal Commission. 4th. Despatches 
from Earl Kimberley, Secretary or State 
for the Colonies, and certain despatches 
from His Excellency.

After a brief correspondence, Sir John 
A. Macdonald, referring to the correspon­
dence between Lord Kimberley and Earl 
Dufferin, which are very lengthy, said 
that these despatches wero very import­
ant, Of the greatest interest, and the 
Government were of opinion that the 
House could not satisfactorily discuss 
some of the paragraphs of the Speech 
they had just heard till they had an op­
portunity of reading them all over. He 
therefore moved that the Speech be teken 
into consideration on Monday next. 
(Hear, hear.)

Mr. Mackenzie regretted that the hon. 
gentleman should think it necessary to 
postpone the consideration of the address 
for such a length of time. If these pa­
pers were to be presented to the House 
in a few minutes, nearly all tho members 
would find time to look over their con­
tents before to-morrow.

Sir John Macdonald said these papers 
wero of considerable length, hut possibly 
by a great act of labour they might be 
read by to-morrow. Hq- doubted very 
much, however, whether they could be 
considered properly. On that ground- he 
asked that tho consideration of the Speech 
bo left over until Monday. (Hear, hear.) 

The motion was then agreed to.
Sir John Macdonald then made the 

usual formal motion with regard to Select 
Committees ; he also moved tho usual 
declaration with regard to bribery, cor­
ruption, and tampering with the inde­
pendence of Parliament, which declares 
each and all of these to be crimes and 
misdemeanors.

A't several points in the declaration he 
was loudy cheered by the Opposition.

The report of the Royal Commission 
was laid on the table by Sir John A. Mac­
donald. It is written in brief numbered 
clauses, the first 24 of which merely give 
a formal synopsis of the course of pro­
ceedings before the Commission, already 
well known to our readers. The docu­
ment concludes as follows ;—(25.) With 
respect to that portion of the Commission 
which leaves to the discretion of the 
Commissioners the expression of their 
opinions upon the evidence, they have 
determined not to avail themselves of the 
liberty so given. (26.) They had arrived 
at that conclusion before they were in­
formed of your Excellency’s views on the 
subject, and they feel confirmed and 
justified in it by a communication receiv­
ed before their labours commenced, to 
which your Excellency kindly permits 
na to allude, relating to one or two 
matters on which they thought it 
their duty to consult your Excellency 
before entering upon the execution of 
their task. (27.) In that communication 
Yonr Excellency was pleased to express 
the opinion that the* functions of the 
Commissioners were rather inquisitorial 
than-judicial, and that the execution of 
them should not be such as in any way 

I to prejudice whatever proceedings Parlia­
ment might desire to take, when it re­
assembled in October. (28.) The Com­
missioners coinciding with your Excel­
lency in the view that the Commission 
does not require them to pronounce 
judicially on the evidence, consider that 
their duty will have been fully discharged 
when they shall have forwarded to the 
Secretary of State the accompanying 
depositions and document with this re­
port in triplicate as requested by their 
instructions, unless a report of their 
opinion on the result of the evidence 
shall bo especially requested.

Sir John Macdonald then moved the 
adjournment of the House until thçee 
o’clock on Monday, which was carried at

The Mail is bragging about an 
article recently published in the 
Belfast (Ireland) Daily News Letter. 
It says ;—

“ As the Grit papers are very anxious 
just now to give cuirency to the opinions 
of the English papers, we ask them to 
pass around the following editorial article 
from that excellent journal rthe Belfast 
Daily Neics Letter."

We have looked over the article, 
which is a brief one, and give our 
readers the first sentence, which is a 
fair specimen of the whole, and is 
quite sufficient to prove the pater­
nity of the article.

The Assessment Convention.
The clause relating to soldiers and 

pensioners was altered so as not to ex­
empt houses and premises occupied by 
them, whilst allowing their incomes and 
personal property to remain exempted.

The pensions clause, and that relating 
to the income of a farmer derived from 
his farm and the income of merchants, 
mechanics or other persons derived from 
capital liable to assessment, were allowed 
to stand.

Exemption of money invested in mort­
gage or due on account of land sale was 
disallowed ; of municipal and Provincial 
debentures was allowed to stand.

The bank stock question then came up, 
and the following amendment was passed : 
“That bank stock should he assessed, 
and the assessment apply without dis­
tinction to all the banks doing business 
iu Ontario. And to relieve the almost 
insurmountable difficulty of obtaining in­
formation, and of assessing an item sub­
ject to constant change and transfer, a 
certain day he defined on which tho 
banks should notify each municipality of 
the amount of stock held by the rate­
payers therein, and should further, on 
being informed by each municipality of 
their assessment rate in the dollar, ac­
count to tho municipality for the same in 
bulk, and deduct it from the dividends of 
their stockholders, thus avoiding another 
objection which prevails faigely as to the 
inquisitorial character t f individual as­
sessment.”

At the evening session, it was decided 
that railway stock be exempted.

The puzzling clause exempting “All 
property, real or personal, which is own­
ed out of this Province,” was struck out 
altogether as being unintelligible ; as 
was the clause relating to fxaroption of 
personality equivalent to the holder’s just

The net personal property of any per­
son, provided the same be under one 
hundred dollars in value,” and “The an­
nual income of any person, provided the 
same does not exceed four hundred dol­
lars,” were allowed to remain exempted.

The. clause exempting the salary of 
ministers of religion up to Si,000, and 
their residences when below two acres 
and 62,000 in value, was struck out with­
out discussion.

The next clause—“Rental or other in- 
derived from real estate except interest 
on mortgages,” was allowed to stand.

On the next clause—“Household effects 
of whatever kind, books and wearing ap­
parel,” the words “excepting in hotels, 
saloons and taverns," were added.

The Convention then adjourned until 
Thursday morning. It is unnecessary to 
add that nil the foregoing clauses are 
simply recommendations to the Ontario 
Legislature.
