The Canadian War Contingent as-
sociation has received an urgent re-
quest, cabled by Mr. J. G. Colmer,
honorary secretary, London, England,
for maple sugar for men in the
trenches, As is well kn6wn, there is
a shortpge of sugar in England, and
candy of all kinds has become very
expensive. Maple sugar sent direct
from ‘Canada will help to remind our
boys that the friends at home are
thinking of them. In addition to this,
maple sugar is an excellent food.
Sugar is one of our best heat-produc-
ing foods, and on that account is need-
ed in larger quantities at this season
of the year.

The executive at Toronto has de-
cided that it will order maple sugar by
the ton, put up in half pound boxes,
as this is found to be by far the
best way of supplying it.

The Alberta provincial branch has
ondered one and a half tons of maple
sugar at $560 per ton. This is already
paid for, but it is desired to purchase
more, if possible.
