PRINCESS

Why Rosebery is Unlikely to
the Lady.

He Would Lose Prestige,
and Power,

Popularity

The Unique Pcsiticn Which the Present
Premler Ncw Hclds—Fi.c and
Lerne Held Up as
Warnings

To tke Editor of the New York Tribune=

Sir,—Not the siightest credence need be
attached to the reports cabled from Europe
with regard to a matrimonial alliauce be-
tween Lord Rosebery and Princess Maud of
\Va!ea—rcpozts which are probably due to
the imaginative mind of some enterprising
London correspondent of an English pre-
vincial paper in search of copy. These
rumors usre so frequent and go recuarrent
that it may possibiy be of interest to peint
cut once and for all te the readers cf the
Tribune why a marriage between the Earl
and a British princess of the blood is not
only improbable, but alto impossible and
entirely out of the question. Lord
Rosebery lias been announced as engaged
to the widow of the late
Leopold, Duke of Albany; to the daughter
of Prince Christian of Schleswig-Helstein,
to Princess Victoria of Wales and, in fact,
to every unmarried Princess ¢f the reigning
family of England. For what reason it is
difficult to imagine, since even were there
not insuperable obstacles, Lord Rosebery
would be about iast nokleman in Great
Dritain to perpetrate so gross a blunder, it
being nothing eise when an Euglish peer
marries a princess of the blood. An alli-
ance of that kind woulid involve his polit-
icai extinction, destroy the great popularity
which he now possesses alike with the
classes and the masses, would render him
an object of suspicion and of jealousy to
the aristocracy, and expose him to the
resentment of the most of his wife’s royal
relatives, who would look upon him as an
intruder, and be forever in 2 state of appre-
hension lest he should presume on the
strength ot his marriage to forget the defer-
ence due by him as a mere nobleman to
royalty, or to usurp privileges and preroga-
tives that belonged by right of birth to his
wi‘e, but could never be ni=.

Until the date of his marriage with
Princess Louise of \Wales, Lord Fite was
prokably cne of the most popular and uni-
versally liked peers of the realm, a favorite
alike with the aristocracy, with the reign-
ing family, and with the people, ]
wealth, prestige and muchk cleverness, he
had a brilliant career before him as a
statesman. Ail his prospects, however,
weie  marred by his  marriage; and
withough he has become a duk his
political carcer is at an end, and he is to-
dey oune of the most ucpopular men in the
kiasgdom. Another instance is that of the
Marquis of Lorne, who has had to contend
n~% slone with the ill-will of the people,
but also with the almost incredible
slights and snubs to which he has
been subjected by his wife’s brother
s1d  other relatives. There is a
we'i-authenticated story of one of the
princes having sent his equerry to request
him to leave the royal tent at a garden
party at Buckingham Palace on the ground
thet its access was restricted exclusively to
rovalty, Poor Lord Lorne had foudiy
imagined that he could follow his wife into
it, but found out his mistake just in the
same way when, a little later atthe court
of Berlin, he was prevented by the cham-
berlains on duty from accompanying his
wife into the salon reserved for the
princes and princesses of the blood, at a
court ball, and was forced to cool his heels
in the outer hall along with the remainder
of the nobility. Lord Lorne’s tameness in
submitting to all this has earned for him a
gcod deal of contempt, which is perhaps
even more difficult to bear than the down-
right unpopularity of the Duke of Fife.

Lord Rosebery is indeed too shrewd and
too ambitious a man ever to expose himself
to such treatment, or to?risk the certain
loss of Lis immense social prestige, his
political influence and his great popuiarity.
His retention of the Premiership, or even
Lis possession of a miror portfolio in the
Cabinet, would be out of the question were
he to become the husband of a British
princess, and he would be relegated into
obscurity as far as the history of his ccun-
try is concerned. The royal family of
Great Britain is debarred by the unwritten
laws of the Constitution from taking any
active part in partisan politics. Striet im-
partiality with regard to the great political
L):n.i:‘s is expected from ail the members
t .:%of. and it is manifest under the cir-
cumsances that it would ke out of the
question for a scn-in-law of the sovereign
or even of the heir apparent, to hoi:

Meeting of Partics Interested in the
Dairy Industry.

Uzder the Auspices of the W, 0. D. A.—
Rules Suggested for the Buying
and selling o: Cheese.

A very impertant meeting of dairymen
and others interested in the cheese in-
dastry of Western Ontario was held in the
office of the Dairymen’s Association of
Vestern Ontario, 361 Richmond street,

his city, yesterdzy afternoon., The mest-
ing was called under the auspices of the
Western Association, to consider the rules
and regulations governing sales of cheese
oun the various markets, and to adopt such
regulations to be recommended to the
difterent markets at the beginning of the
season as would {acilitate buying and
selling of cheese, and promote the best
interests of dairying in Western Ontario.

There were present A. F. McLaren,
Windsor; J. S. Pearce, London; John
Geary, president of the Loudon cheese
market; J. A. Nelleg, secretary London
cheese market; James Connell, Harristen,
president Listowel market; Wm. Climie,
Listowel, secretary Listowel market; James
Anderson, - Wcodsteek, president Woond-
stock market; Harold Fagls, Attercliffe
Station, president Brantford market; Ed.
Sawtell, Laurel, president Shelburne
market; and the following cheese buyers
and others: C. W, Riley, J. B. McLaren,
J. H. Thomas, C. C. L. Wilson and Wm.
Richardson, manager Imperial Bank,
Ingersoll; R. M. Ballantyne, Stratford; R,
Robertson and J. W. Wheaton, London,

There was considerable diflerence of
opinion as to the best means to adopt to
govern the selling of cheese. There seems
to be a lack of confidence on the part of
buyers and sellers in each other 2s to ob-
serving regulations now in force. This dis-
trust tends to make the members of the mar-
kets suspicious of each other, rondering it
very ditficuis to carry out the bylaws. The
system of selling cheese on the different
markets is the call system. That is, the
salesmen board their cheese, giving the
name of the factery and the number of
boxes tor sale. There is a ticket with a
number on, corresponding to the number
opposite each factory. "hese tickets are
taken up one by one by the president or
secretary, and the cheese of the correspond-
ing factory offered for sale. The buyers
bid, and the highest offer is accepted by
the salesman if heis willing to sell. Op
the regular day of the checese market no
member is allowed to sell oft the market.
This system has given pretty fair satisfac.
tion when properly carried cut., At many
of the markets, however, the regulations
are frequentiy broken, and cheese is sold
by members on the regular market day off
the board. Many salesmen and others
merely use the market as a “‘feeler.”
Consequently many have thought that it
would be better to dizcontinue the ‘‘call”
system, unless the rules cou!d be enforced.

Some of the buyers at yesterday’s meet-
ing expressed themselves as much in favor
of going back to the nld “‘hole and corner”
system, rather shan continue the present
system. The difficuity with this old sys-
tem was that business was doune in such a
way that nothing could be gleaned as to
the amount ef business done, the number of
factories sold or the price paid. The ““cali”
system is better for all concerned. It
enables parties to buy cheese at lecs ex-
pense, and the salesmen know what is
being done and what cheese is going at.

In reference to enforcing the rules, it
was felt by many of those preseut that the
only practical means was to form a cheese
market association for Western Ontario,
and have it incorporated under such regula
tions that anyoune joining the association
could sell on any of the cheese markets—

the markets to be considered branches of !

the main associatior. Such an incorperated
association could have its rules enforced,
and would bring about uniformity in the
methods of operating the markets. It
would also be a center to which difficnlties
could be referred, and before which certain
matters could come referring to the trade
in general,
Another means suggested was to have
he act incorporating the Western Duairy-
en’s Association so amended as to meke
ocal markets branches of its work. This
latter seems to be the more feasible plan.
The association is recognized as the organ-
ization that particular!y looks after the
dairy industry of this part of the Prov-
ince, and it is reasona that iv should be

1t was also moved by R. M, Ballantyne,
and seconded by Harold Eagle, and car-
ried: *That this meeting recommend
that the several dairymen’s boards of trade
adopt the following rule: That all cheese
bought and sold on this board shall be
weighed up-beam at half a pound more than
the weight marked oun the box, aud that
no fractions of a pound shall be marked on
the box or invoice.” |

This latter motion was pretty thoroughly
discussed by the various boards last fall,
aud adopted by the Brantford and Wood-
stock boards, and, therefore, did not tuke
up the attention of the meeting to any
great extent, but was sl.rongiy recoms-
mended by those present. :

t is very difficuls to get such regulations
as will be satisfactory to both buyers a}rd
sellersy but it is hoped that both pariies
will sacrifice self-interest to a certain €x-
tent and adopt such means as will tend to
promote the best interests of the trade In
general. By promoting the bect interests
of the cheese industry in a general way, the
individual factors are benefited and the
business on a whole placed on a firmer
basis,

ROHIBITIONISTS AT OTTAWA.

A Delegation Will Interview the Govern-
ment Te-Day.

Orrawa, March 26.—The prohibitionists’
delegation will meet in the railway com-
mittee room of the Houss of Commons at
9:30 o’clock to-morrow forencon to draft
the form of their application to the Gov-
ernment. The Cabinet will receive the
delegation at noon to-morrow.

On Wednesday morning at 10 o’clock
there will be a meeting of the legislative
committee of the Dominion Alliance in the
Tower room.

At the meeting of the license commis-
siopers this morning a deputation of the
United Temperance Association waited
upon the board and presented the view of
the temperance people. Mr. Fraeer stated
that the present number of licenses In
Ottawa (111) was equal to about 1 for every
400 of the population. In Toronto there
waus 1to every 1,000; London, 1 for 800;
Brantford, 1 for every 700; Guelph, 1 for
every 600; Hamilton, 1 for every 575; St.
Thomas, 1 for every 500. The people ol

Ottawa were surely as temperate as those

ot any of the above-mentioned cities, and
the association desired that the commis-
sioners should eut off 25 licenses, which
would give 1 to every 525 of the population,
Other delegates spoke in the same strain.
Chairman Jamieson said the board would
seriously consider the request, but intimat.
ed that it would be difficuis to cut off 25
licenses at once.
