AN AOTOR SHOT
By a Musician on Account of an 

Old Grudge.

Paris. Aug. 13.—During maneuvers of 
the French fleet of Cape St. Vincent, 
Saturday night, a collision occurred 
between the first-class battleship 
Brennuis, flying the flag of Vlce-Ad- 
miial Fournier, commander of the fleet 
and the torpedo boat destroyer Framee. 
The Framee sank, immediately.

The accident was due to the fact 
that the Framee turned to the right • 
when ordered to the left. The 1 ramee, I 
which was of 313 torts displacement, t 
was a recent addition to the r rench 
navy. Out of the Framee’s crew of 56, | 
14 were saved. The losses included 3 [ 
officers, Capt. Du Flessix, the second 
lieutenant and the chief engineer.

Admiral Fournier, in a dispatch from 
Cadiz, that at the time of the
accident the Bren nits was steaming
ahead of the Framee on the left. The 
flagship and the torpedo boat destroy­
er were exchanging luminous signals, 
when the latter pproached too near 

.the Brennus. The captain of the 
Framee ordered his helmsman to steer 
20 degrees to the left, while he in­
creased speed. The man misunder­
stood the order, and steered to the 
right, which brought the destroyer j 
under the ram of the Bennus, her | 
trame being cut in twain.

ITALY'S NEW RULER.
Rome, Aug. 13.—King Victor Em­

manuel Ili. took the formal constitu­
tional oath Saturday before Parlia­
ment. The senate chamber was drap­
ed with mourning, the benenes and 
tribunes being covered with black 
furnishings bordered with silver. The 
chamber was filled with senators and 
deputies, royal missions, high officials 
of state and the diplomatic corps.

THE SHAH HAS LEFT PARIS.
Paris. Aug. 13.—The official visit of 

the Shah of Persia to Paris ended Sat­
urday morning. Accompanied by Pre­
sident Loubet and M. Delcaese, the 
minister of foreign affairs, his majesty 
rode to the railroad station, surround­
ed by an escort of cavalry, and started 
for Ostend.

HYDROPHOBIA IN PARIS.
The annual report on the subject of 

hydrophobia, which has been present­
ed to the Council of Public Hygiene 
by Prof. Poust, shows by statistics 
that the number of mad dogs in Paiis 
and the department of the Sein» is 
steadily increasing. The Pasteur In­
stitute treated 294 persons who had 
been bitten by rabid animals from the 
first of the year 1900 to June 8. The 
report cites the result of cases treated 
by inoculation and by other means. 
Among those mentioned is that of a 
young apprentice who, in repulsing a 
mad dog got some saliva on his hand. 
This he raised to bis eye, into which 
some dust had been blown, and the 
virus was thus communicated to the 
blood, resulting in the death of the 
young man a fortnight later.

MURDERER SHOT DOWN.
Nord’lund, the Swedish murderer, who 

recently killed seven persons and 
wounded five others on board the 
steamer Prins Carl, after being con­
demned to death, tried to kill his 
warders. He struck two of them on 
the head with an iron hook, inflicting 
sever wounds. The condition of one 
man is critical. A third warder fired 
two shots at the murderer, which 
brought him down, though his wound 
Is not considered dangerous.

PUNISH THE MANDARINS.
London, Aug. 13.—Speaking at a. 

Primrose League demonstration at 
Eagle's Cliffe, Lord Londonderry ex­
pressed a hope that when the allies 
reach Pekin the first step will be the 
punishment, not as in the past, of a 
few subordinates, but of the mandar­
ins and others high in authority. 
There, he was of the opinion, all ven­
geance ought to end.

LOST THE TOIL OF YEARS.
Victoria, B. C., Aug. 13.—News is 

brought from Australia by steamer 
lAorangl of terrible floods in New 
Couth Wales during July as a result 
of which some hundreds of people 
were rendered homeless, while the 
property li*ss was enormous. People 
had to flee for their lives from the 
floods while the result of years of toil 
were swept away in a few hours. 
(Hawkeetoury and the Napean valley 
suffered most. Appeals are being made 
for aid throughout Australia. The 
King of Tonga has proclaimed a Brit­
ish protectorate over the islands.

He May Recover Smoked in the Am­
bulance on Its Way to the Hospital.

New York, Aug. 11.—While not car­
ing to express a positive opinion, doc­
tors in the New York -hospital today 
were inclined to believe that John 
Marble, the stage undertaker in the 
"Milk White Flag" company, has a 
fair chance to survive the pistol shot 
wound he received Thursday night 
during a quarrel with Henry Colins, 
a member of the orchestra.

It was in the Vigilant Hotel, corner 
of Thirty-ninth street and Broadway, 
that the musician quarreled with the 
actor at 11 o'clock last night. Colins 
had been drinking heavily, and was in 
a half-dazed state. He had an old 
grudge against Marble, and this aged 
antipathy was always vividly in evi­
dence when Colins was Intoxicated.

It was stated that the only person 
who witnessed Coline do the shooting 
was Sigmulid Weinberg, a waiter, who 
had served the party with drinks at a 
table in the saloon a few minutes be­
fore.

According to Weinberg, Colins walk­
ed up close to Marble, and without a 
word shot him. As he was approach­
ing his victim Colins hesitated, stop­
ped, and was about to turn. He wip­
ed his forehead, as if in deep thought 
—in fact, as if in meditating anything 
but murder.

After shooting the actor the musi­
cian walked out of the room Into 
Broadway. He then went around to 
the side entrance and stepped into the 
saloon again, dropping the revolver. 
His demeanor was that of a man un­
der the influence of some powerful 
stimulant or narcotic.

Although the bullet entered Marble's 
abdomen on the left side and passed 
downward through the groin, the stage 
manager continued to stand at the 'oar 
with a cigar clinched tightly in his 
teeth, smoking. Men ran in and tried 
to make the wounded actor take a 
seat, but he would not. —

Policemen hurried to the place, and 
called an ambulance from the New 
York hospital. Dr. Kenyon looked at 
the wound and said that thé man 
would die. Marble was finally induc­
ed to lie on the stretcher in the am­
bulance, but he insisted on retaining 
his cigar.

At the hospital Marble gave his age 
as 56 years. Harry Colins said he was 
38 years old, a musician. Colins was 
charged with shooting Marble. The 
physician’s certificate produced in 
court said that, barring complications, 
Marble might be able to appear in 
court within a week. Magistrate Pool 
held Colins without ball for examina­
tion on next Tuesday.

Marble is well known throughout the 
country, and for a number of years 
past made his summer home in Detroit. 
He comes from a family of actors, and 
in his 35 years of histrionic life has 
been associated with Edwin Forrest, 
Charlotte Cushman, Edwin Booth, 
Lawrence Barrett, John McCullough, 
Stuart Robson and other illustrious 
stage people.

WORK OF A TORNADO.
Pittsburg, Aug. 12.—Word has just 

been received here that a New Ken­
sington, Pa., today, almost the entire 
plant of the Pittsburg Reduction Com­
pany’s aluminum works was destroyed 
by a tornado. The loss is estimated at 
not less than $100,000, and it will en- 

] tail the closing down of the works for 
an indefinite period. Frank Johnston, 
the engineer, was caught by the fall- 

! ing walls and was probably fatally in­
jured. But few of the 250 employes are 
engaged on Sunday or the fatalities 
would have been serious. The com­
pany’s plant covers almost ten acres 
of ground on the banks of the Alle­
ghany River. The furnaces and most 
of the contents of the building are a 
total wreck. The storm also did con­
siderable damage at the Pennsylvania 
plant of the American Tin Plate Com­
pany, which is idle at the present time.

TROLLEY CAR STRUCK BY 
LIGHTNING.

New York, Aug. 13.—Latest reports 
of the big electrical storm which pass­
ed over this section yesterday shows 
additional havoc wrought by the 
lightning and wind beyond that re­
ported last night. In Jersey City the 
gale tore off 49 feet of the roof of the 
St. Paul’s German Evangelical Luth­
eran Church, and knocked down part 
of the rear wall. Many houses were 
struck and numerous trees uprooted.

A trolley car of the North Jersey 
Street Railway Company was struck 
by lightning in Orange, N. J., and the 
car was enveloped In flames. In the 
rush to escape five persons were In­
jured, two of them seriously.

E. Benner, a bicyclist, was In­
stantly killed by a bolt of lightning 
during the storm, while standing in 
the doorway of Benjamin Bros.’ bath­
ing pavilion, on the shore of Great 
South Bay, near Bay Shore, L. I.

Thomas Dunn, 16 years old, was 
killed by lightning as he stood beneath 
a giant oak tree, where he had sought 
shelter from the storm, near Jamaica, 
L. I.

Society Women Are Indulgent—Pre­
face Dinner With a Cocktail.

Philadelphia, Aug. 13.—At the annual 
convention of the Catholic Total Absti­
nence Union of America the following 
startling statement was made:

"With the virtues, purity, patience 
and endurance of local women drowned 
in the punch bowl and wine glass of 
wealth and the beer can of poverty, 
God pity our children, our homes and 
our country!”

The above and other words were ut­
tered by the third vice-president of 
the union, Mrs. M. L. Lake, of St. 
Louis, in a report to the effect that 
drunkenness is on the increase among 
women, especially society women, who 
have no time to eat and sleep, and 
consequently must turn to what will 
give them strength to get through their 
social functions.

Mrs. Lake, who read her report, took 
the breath of her listeners away when 
she said, bluntly speaking of tihe use 
of intoxicants by society women :

"Why, would you believe it, at many 
afternoon teas intoxicating liquor has 
taken the place of tea to a notice-able 
extent.”

THE BEGINNING.
“'There is where the young debutantes 

begin to acquire the taste for stimu­
lants. It Is added to by the wines 
served at their dinners. Soon they do 
not care to eat unless they have their 
cocktails first. The rest follows as a 
matter of course. There is but one 
sure cure—stop the manufacture of in­
toxicating liquor.

"There are many women from higher 
classes of society going to the House 
of the Good Shepherd voluntarily to get 
away from liquor.

“The number Is increasing all the 
time,” continued Mrs. Lake, quoting 
the mother superior, “and at the wo­
man’s alcoholic ward at Bellevue the 
attending nurses and physicians state 
that seldom a day goes by that some 
decent-looking woman is not brought 
in or comes herself to be treated. The 
ratio has gone up frightfully in the 
past few years.
TREATMENT OF WOMEN COM­

MON.
‘Why, treatment for the drink habit 

among the Four Hundred is now al­
most as common among physicians as 
treatment for coughs and colds.

“Dr. H. A. Gillette says that many 
women acquire the taste for alcohol 
from cologne, which they drink con­
stantly and which contains 96 per cent 
of alcohol. They drink all the essences 
which are for toilet use—compound 
tincture of lavender for one thing. One 
New York woman of whom I know 
drinks eight ounces of lavender tinc­
ture every day. This contains 50 per 
cent of alcohol. They also drink the 
essence of cinnamon and cloves. A 
well-known physician has written us 
that this habit is growing to an alarm­
ing extent among women.

PEPPERMINT DRUNKARDS. 
“Peppermint drunkards are usually 

women. They are very difficult to 
cure. When drunk to excess the pep­
permint preparations have the same 
effect upon the system as has absinthe. 
The habit of drinking light wines 
among women of the upper classes and 
of beer drinking among those of the 
lower classes is growing. They all 
meet on the common level of whisky, 
however. Radical measures are needed 
to check it.

“Who can contemplate the future 
without a shudder if this and other 
vices which undermine and destroy the 
life-bearing force of the world are per­
mitted not only to exist, but every 
opportunity and means for developing 
them receive the sanction of society 
and the protection of the law?”

WORSE THAN PAINTED.
Mrs. Lake in an Interview, when it 

was suggested that her startling state­
ments were destined to cause a great 
stir in the world of women and men as 
well, declared that she had not exag­
gerated the conditions in the least ; 
that, if anything, the state of affairs 
was worse. The remedy, she thought, 
lay to a large extent in instilling in 
the young mind horror for intoxicants, 
that conditions might be changed in 
years to come.
