the true purpose of his work to be. It 
Is fitting that these words should 
complete the only, space he had left 
unfilled In the present number of the 
Gazette; they may be taken aa his 
last from the editorial chair:

“ ‘Your strongest weapon is the com­
manding influence of a high-minded 
manhood, moved by noble impulses 
and unalloyed by selfish motive. 
Strength lies in the fact that what 
you seek is fairness, truth and jus­
tice, as well as the promotion of In­
dividual peace and the country's wel­
fare,’ ” -•7
