Seventy-Four Miners Entombed by 

Accident Near Hobart.

Hobart. Tasmania, Oct. 15.—Hundreds 
of rescuers are battling against flames 
and smoke to save seventy-four entombed 
miners at the North Mount Lyell mine. 
The fire started through the blowing out 
of a motor fuse last Saturday. In a few 
minutes clouds of smoke began to pour 
from the mouth of the main shaft, where 
156 men were known to be working. Sev­
enty-six men reached the surface. One 
died after being taken out.

Taken to the Hospital.

Roosevelt was taken from the car and 
placed in an ambulance, which hurried 
with him to Mercy Hospital. Dr. J. B. 
Murphy, Dr. Terrell and Dr. Sayle ac­
companied him.

At the Hospital.
Chicago, Oct. 15. — Col. Roosevelt 

arrived at Mercy Hospital at 6:30 a.m. 
He was assisted from the ambulance 
by a male nurse and walked slowly 
into the institution leaning on Dr. 
Murphy’s arm. A number of persons 
were lined up outside the building, 
waiting for him, and he took off his 
hat with his free hand to answer to 
their subdued greeting.
