Ottawa July 20.—Canadian Press.—More than one and 
a quarter million barrels of apples were exported from Can­
ada last season, the greater bulk of these going to the United 
Kingdom, it is pointed out in a statement issued by the Do­
minion Department of Agriculture. The fruit branch at 
Ottawa is co-operating with provincial and other organiza­
tions in organizing the export of Canada s exportable sur­
plus of fruit in order that the dominion may take her proper 
place in the fruit markets of the world.

Standard grades have been adopted for tender fruits in 
open packages, and demonstrations are given in the proper 
methods of packing and loading.

Experiments are also being made in the best kind of car 
for conveyance of these perishable products.

Apples being the most durable and merchantable fruit 
shipped abroad that Canada produces, special attention is 
given to their handling and shipping. The exportable surplus 
of this fruit naturally varies according to the season.

Through the co-operation of the fruit trade commis­
sioner, who, is maintained in Great Britain, the agriculture 
department here is able to give to growers and shippers semi­
monthly reports as to prices, market requirements, shipping 
conditions, etc. While apples are the chief fruit dealt with 
in these reports, other fruits and also vegetable products 
are also reported when these are in demand.
