Scoffing at the idea of fusion of 

the London street railway and the 
L. and P. S. railway as a great muni­
cipally-owned corporation, empha­
sizing the debt of the L. and P. S. 
to the city, declaring that the pur­
chase of the street railway at the 
company’s price is not feasible. 
Mayor George Wenige today came 
out with the clear statement that he 
is not now taking any “right about 
face” to his former attitude.

Criticized yesterday by Ald. Jack 
Greer, who alleged a change in atti­
tude, the mayor replied today. He 
said a great deal more on the collec­
tion of issues than he has in many 
days.

“Why should we buy the street 
railway and link it up with the L. 
and P. S. road?” declared his wor­
ship. “It isn't feasible. The L. and 
P. S. owes the city nearly a quarter 
of a million in rentals now and it 
can't pay. The road is a losing 
proposition and we couldn’t make 
money with the street railway. Join­
ing two losing propositions wouldn’t 
make a paying one.

Never Said.
“I have never said that I favored 

the purchase of the London street 
railway at the price asked. I be­
lieve, though, that the people should 
have a chance to vote on the sub­
ject. It’s a matter that the rate-

The mayor bemoaned that support 
was lacking on every side for his 
agitations. He hadn't turned around 
in his attitude concerning the street 
railway and stressed that it was he 
who “brought the street railway to 
time a few years ago.

“The Free Press has been howling 
all along for a vote on the street 
railway question. They wanted it 
last year and they wanted it this. 
Now. they come along and say that 
it won't do any harm to wait for a 
year—doesn’t that look like right 
about face for the Free Press?”

Produces Statement.
The mayor produced a statement 

signed by James Bell, city treasurer, 
and by H. B. Ashplant, city auditor, 
showing that the London and Port 
Stanley railway owed the city of 
London some $229.277.27 at the end 
of June this year and that this sum 
has not been paid.

It is an accredited statement, not 
denied by the L. and P. S. commis­
sioners. The mayor threatens to take 
some action on it soon. If the rail­
way cannot pay up for its rental, 
and the mayor doesn’t see how it 
can. the city’s taxes are going to be 
burdened with keeping up a public 
utility. The mayor declares that, 
with the load of this debt the L. and 
P. S. couldn't be a paying proposition 
as it now exists and would be in 
worse condition if it were linked 
with the London street railway.

“We’ve got to get the tangle 
straightened soon.” he declares. “The 
street railway will want some agree­
ment if the people turn down the 
purchase. The matter's been hanging 
fire long enough now."

Government statistical returns for 
Victoria hospital for the past four 
years reveal that that institution is 
becoming more widely known 
throughout Western Ontario each 
year.

The most recent returns those for 
the year 1922-23, show that almost 25 
per cent of the total number of pa­
tients admitted for that year came 
from districts other than London and 
Middlesex. A total of 4.205 patients 
received treatment at the hospital 
during 1922-23, and 1,059 came from 
outside counties.

From the hospital year of 1919- 
20 to the end of the present year, 
a steady increase in the number of 
patients from Western Ontario coun­
ties is revealed in the annual re­
ports. During 1919-20 only 534 coun­
ty patients from districts outside of 
Middlesex were admitted. The num­
ber for this year is expected to treble 
that amount.

According to Dr. G. G. Clegg, su­
perintendent, the remarkable increase 
in the number of patients at Vic­
toria hospital indicates that London 
is becoming more and more a medical 
center. The report for the past hos­
pital year of 1923-24, which will be 
returned to the government within 
the next two weeks will show. Dr. 
Clegg stated, an even larger increase 
both in the total number of patients, 
at the institution and the number of 
patients admitted from outside cen- 
ters.

In order to cope efficiently with the 
tremendous increase at the hospital, 
and to elevate the already high stan­
dard of efficiency, increased labora­
tory accommodation is now being in-1 
stalled. The hospital diagnostic] 
'equipment, too. is being extended 
with the installation of an electro 
cardiograph.
