DELAYED MAILS.jun, pos-

{Tribune. To the Editor:—This repetition of 

the delay in the transmission of the mails 
over the C. P. R. is surely sufficient to 
convince the postal authorities of the im­
perative necessity of providing against the 
delays incidental to the blocks so fre­
quently occurring on this line. For five 
months out ef the year you cannot take 
up the morning paper without seeing a re­
ference to “delayed mails.” There is no

At 
this time last year the mails were de­
layed three weeks,and, under present cir­
cumstances, we seem to be in for a fort­
night, and yet with these facts before us 
and open channels at our disposal, the 
mails are deliberately delayed to the loss 
and injury of this Province and the Dom­
inion generally.

aAlter Thirteen Years.
In the Territorial Council of Washing­

ton Territory on Saturday the ways and 
means committee recommended the pas­
sage of C.B. No. 138, an act to reimburse 
British Columbia in the sum of $2,700 for 
the arrest and detention of one Thomas 
Pierre, an escaped murderer. It appears 
that in the year 1874 Pierre assassinated 
one Alex. Borland on the 19th day of 
April, 1874, at Colville, Stevens County,
Washington Territory. He was arrested 
at Kootenay, and held for extradition by 
the British Columbia authorities. Appli­
cation was made to Her Majesty’s govern­
ment for extradition and allowed. Thus 
matters continued fer almost a year, 
awaiting the arrival of some officer of this 
territory. On May 11th, 1876, the gov­
ernment of Washington Territory notified 
the government of this province that no 
further action would be taken in the 
matter and at the same time asked the 
jail authorities to forward their bill and it 
would be promptly audited and paid.
From some cause or other this payment of Trade, our Local Legislature and our 
has been deferred for thirteen years. On 
motion the bill was passed by a unaimous 
vote.

NOT LYNCHED.
