These gates are the largest of their kind
used for mining purposes, and they can
be opened and shut with perfect ease by
two 'men, netwithstanding their great
surface resistance of water 'pressure.
In speaking of the work, Mr. Hunter
said the dam was an unqualified success
and fulfilled all the claims made for it,
which has no doubt disappointed many
of the “I told you s0’s.” Operations
will be resumed about March, when the
company may expect to realize some-
thing good for their enterprise and in-
vestment.

A few days before leaving the dam,
after arranging to close down until
spring, Mr. Hunter caused the gates to
be raised, and the pent-up water began
flowing down the channel to the north
fork of the Quesnelle, about nine miles
away. Unfortunately there had been,
as was reported in the Journal, a very
extensive slide from the roadside of the
south fork just above the bridge, and
only a short distance above the town of
Quesnelle Forks: This slide, which oc-
curred about six weeks ago, had given
great trouble to the representative of
the govermment, Mr. Stevenson, who
under instructions had caused to be
driven 136 piles in the opposite bank, to
try: to prevent the embankment from
giving way. The first hour that the
gates were opened, about 30 of these
piles were washed out, and the bridge
and town again endangered. A messen-
ger on horseback was despatched. to the
dam to ask Mr. Hunter if he could not
again close the gates, which he did. Re-
pairs are again going on, and when the
gates are again opened, as they will be
in a few days, only a moderate amount
of water will be allowed to pass through
at first, and Mr. Hunter speaks hope-
fully of any disaster being averted. It

fter a Ten Years’
Struggle.

Capt. E. E. Caine expects to leave in
three or four days with the tug Resolute
and steamer Rapid Transit for Blashke
island to raise the wrecked steamer Brix-
ham, says the Post-Intelligencer. The
Resolute is lying at the Arlington dock
taking on tackle and apparatus for the
expedition. Capt. Caine expects to get
the wrecked vessel off the reef and in
readiness to tow to Quartermaster harbor
in two or three days after arriving there,
provided the weather is good. The exact
proeceedings cannot be settled until the
expedition is on the ground; but the hole
in the steamer’s bottom will be patched
up and she will be taken off the reef
first, and then fitted for being towed to
the drydock. It is not expected that the
wreckers will be gone from here more
than two weeks.

THE COLUMBIA’S CREW.
Nothing has as yet been done toward
paying off the men on the broken down
City of Columbia now lying in Hilo har-
bor, and the sailors are becoming dis-
satisfied. Their contracts expire on the
23rd inst., and at that time they may
take orders on the company for their pay
and *receive their discharges from the

‘Washington, Dec. 7.—In the overshad-
owing interest in the outcome of the Par-
is peace commission, the nation seems to
have lost sight, to some extent, of the
really more important commission now in
session in this city, most commonly called
the Anglo-American.

The commercial relations of this coun-
try with Canada are so intimate that
the Northern States, from Maine to
‘Washington, will be affected in no slight
degree by any change in the tariffs
either of the United States or Canada.
The principal ‘work of the commission,
now practically decided upon, is the
granting of the American contention re-
garding the Behring sea seal fisheries.
‘While the exact wording of the treat)
upon that point cannot be given yet, it
is known that the Canadians have agreea
to the contention of our commissioners
that Behring sea is a mare clansum, and
the pelagic sealing by the vessels of
British subjects shall be stopped. The
Canadians realize thoroughly that if this
is not done it means the death of all
the seals and the extinction of an indus-
try of considerable importance to them.
On the other hand, the American com-
missioners have practically agreed that
there shall be some compensation to the
British Columbia ship owners who are
thus forced out of a lucrative though sel-
fish and inhuman employment.

Should this matter of compensation be
granted by our commissioners, however,
it will bring against the treaty in the
senate a determined opposition. Sena-
tor Chandler, of New Hampshire, one
of the most determined fighters in that
body against what he believes to be a
wrong, has already spoken strongly
against giving any compensation to the
pelagic sealers. He takes the stand that
it needs not the consent of Canada nor
of any other country to make more se-
cure our right to the absolute control of
the waters of Behring sea, and that it
will go against the grain of the Ameri-
can people to pay any indemnity to sub-
jects of Canada in order that she may
quit her interference im those waters.
If he can have his way, the British
Columbia skippers will get no money for
their vessels.
