In consequence of the war the iweav-
ing industry at Nishijin, in Kyoto, is in
a_deplorable condition, ‘There are
about 6,000 houses engaged in the busi-
ness, with 31,000 female and 27,000
male employees, the annual fproducgon
being. valued at 30 million yen. Now
70 or 80 per cent of the factory hands
are reported to be out .of work. It is
Teported that many workm_eu are near-
ly on the brink of starvation.

The previous report that two Japan-
ese servants of the Chicago Daily News
correspondents have been released at
New Chang is a mistake. They have
been sent to Mukden.

cember, left Shanghai about the middle
of March. During his stay at Tokio,
the police constantly watched his
movements. ‘On April 5th an order of
decoration from the -French president
arrived in Tokio to be delivered to the
colonel, but on account of his absence
it was committed to the keeping of one
of his friends. :

Several Japanese fishermen wtio have
escaped to Hokkaido from Saghalien
in a small boat have 'stated that the
Russian defences on the island are the
weakest, ouly two, soldiers being sta-
tioned at each fort. They declare that
the Russian authorities have lately re-
cruited prisoners and are representing
them as soldiers who are being drilled.
These prisoner-soldiers have declared
to the Japanese that they will surren-
der immediately if the Japanese invade
‘the island. The Japanese fishermen on
the ' island are frequently robbed of
foodstuffs and other property.

Since  the  Japanese - bombarded
Vladivostock, the Chinese and Koreans
there have escaped and many Russian
troops have deserted. Some private
houses were destroyed in the bombard-
ment.

The inhabitants and the Russian
tropps along the lttoral from Vladi-
vostock to Possiet: Bay lave removed
farther inland, being apprehensive of a
sudden Japanese attack. One battalion
of Cossacks: js stationed near Kun-chun,
and a small number of troops are mear
Tumen river and Hsiun-chi bay.

New York State Will Now Curtaii
the Use of Misleading
TIlIgs.

United States Shipbullding Cor-
poraticn is Among Those
Affected.

Albany, April . 30.—Governor Odell
today signed three important bills af-
fecting the business of tiduciary cor-
porations. Two of them are aimed to
curtail the business of corporations
whose titles are held to be misleading,
owing to the resence therein of the
words ‘‘trust,” “banking,” “‘guarantee;”
“investment” and the like, and one of
them is admittedly designed to effect
the corporation trust company, whica
was alleged before the legislative com-
mittees to have been insrumental in
the incorporation of the United - States
Shipbuilding Company, the Franklyn
syndicate, the Iroquois Theatré Com-
pany and others coucerning which ir-
regularities ‘have been alleged. The
new laws forbid any corporation, mnot
a moneyed corporation to use any of
the prohibited words in its title: re-
quire such corporation heretofore or-
ganized to add the title phrase “Not a
mouney. corporation”; forbid any domes-
tic corporation to act as agent in this
‘State for any foreign corporation using
the prohibited words in its title unless
it' be in fact a ‘moneyed corporation;
and also forbid the issue of any certi-
ficate of authority to any foreign cor-
poration having any of the prohibited
words in its title, unless it be in faect
2 moneyed corporation; and also forbid
the issue of any certificates of author-
ity, to &ny foreign corporation having
any of the prohibited words in its title,
unless it be in fact a moneyed corpora-
tion. The third authorizes banking
corporations “to transfer, register and
countersign certificates, of stock, bonds,
or other evidences of indebtedness, and
to act as agent of any corporation,
foreign for domestic, for any wunlawful
purpose.”

Petersburg Astonished That
No Attempt Was Made to
Stop Japanese.

The General Staff Have Absolute
Faith in Kuropatkin’s
Genlus.

St. Petersburg, April 30.—All news!?
from the front indicates that the arwiecd
of General huropi .and . General Ost,
comprising about 100,000 men afe be-
ing rapidiy pushed rorward and will be
thrown across the Yaln as speedily as
possibie.. Japanese transports have also
appeared at the mouth of the river and,
supported by a few warships will assist
in the operations. ‘The Japanese seem
to be following eclosely the tacties pur-
sued during the China-Japanese war,
having already occupied Kulien Cheng,
‘above Antung, where they crossed in
1895,

The opening of serious land fighting
is ‘considered to be not far distant, but
although the Japanese are now crossing
‘at several places above Wiju a heavy.
movement of troops may' not begin for
several days, It is believed that the
Japanese anticipated more resistance in
the' Yalu than they met with, and for
this reason their armies are not in a
posiiion to cross at the moment. Desul-
tory picket fighting is occurring con-
stantly, but no importance is attached
#0 it. ‘While the Russian plans never
contemplated a stroug resistance to the
Japanese in the Yalu, it is evident the
latter made a show of defence of the
river and some surprise is manifested
even here that practically no attemnt
was made to impede the enemy’s !
torces.

‘In explanation of vwass, It is signifi-
‘cantly * intimated by memuvers of the
general staff that General Kuropatkin
has some eecret plans that the Jap-
anese may eoon find themselves in 3
trap. Geuneral Kuropatkin's skill as a
strategist is a thing ingwhich the Rus-
sian army reposes a blind faith. “Wait
until the denouement,” officers of the
geuneral staff say. They consider ,that
General. Kuropatkin as a tactician ap-
proaches real genius, It . is estimated
that it will take the Japanese at least
a4 week to bring over their men and)
baggage and to prepare for an advance
upon the first Russian force which is
strongly posted near Gong Huan Chong,
fifty miles west on the Pekin road. The
-general staff does not believe it will be
possible for the Japanese to deliver a
frontal attack on this position, the eoun-
try being exceedingly dificult and fa-
vorable of disastrous ambuscades.
