Some of
these were in hil kets, others sewed up
in various part of his clothing, and alarge
number of them. were strapped around his
body. = After the itreasure had all been
placed upon a table it was found to consist
of a $20 gold piece,which had beefi carried
so long it had begun to wear, two $10 gold
pieces, four $5 gold piecesand about $150
in sitver half dollars, quarters, ten and
five cent pieces. . Theré were three one dol-
lar bills in the ‘gollection;. which.were 80
firmly fastened together with filth~that
they had to be melted over a lamp before
they could be separated. Much of the coin
was covered witiamould. The bulk of the
silver wagiin ten cent ' pieces; ‘there being
sufficient of this' ‘denomination to: fill an
ordinary dinner pail. - The total value of
thehoard was $220. Reed watched the
searchers proceed with their 'work without
uttering a word. Neither did he conder
scend to explainthow he came by the money
but the surmise is that he acquired it by
begging. He was thoroughly cleansed and

rovided with a ‘change of linen, and Mr.
glunsberger deposited the money found
upon the beggar in a eity bank.

_Horace Greeley’s Boyhood.

Horace Geeley’s personal appearance
was always a subject of remark from his
boyhood. Rollin C. Mallary, a member of
Congress from Vermont, who was an able
champion of the American system, used to
narrate a visit of his to the printing office
of a country newspaper at Poultney, Vi,
his place of residence. His attention was
attracted to a young compositor, who was
rather awkwardly ‘‘sticking type,” and
who, through full grown, was evidently
the youngest apprentice in the office. His
legs ran a good deal more than ‘‘a feet”
through his pantaloons, the sleeves of his
coat scarcely. reached below his elbows, his
hair was very white and flaxen, and he
was, on the whole, in the aggregate, taken
separately and together, the greenest-look-
ing specimen of humanity we ever looked
at, and this'is saying a good deal, for “‘we
keeps a looking-glass,” “That boy,” said
Mr. Mallary, “will make a remarkable man;
I can’t hold an argument with him on
Masonry or anything else connected with
politics.” As Mr. M. was considered one
of the ablest men in Congress his remark
caused me some surprise, and we, not only
“made a note of it,” but took another loo
at the ““devil” [printer’s we mean], and
conld not but trace in the expansive fore-
head “‘a mind formed in mnature’s finest
mould and wrought for immortality.” It
was years afterwards that we became
aware of the fact that the boy was Horace
Greeley.
