ORIME AND DEGRADATION CA USED
BY THE CHINKESE.

P

Their Slams, Oplum Joints, Gambling
Dives and Theatre as Described in 8
Loceat Newspaper—The Opium Trade
Immense.

The Victoria, B.C., Times has been in-

vestigating the vice and degradation that
reigns in the Chinese quarter of Victoria-
We take from its columns the following
description :

As near as we can ascertain there are
eleven regular *joints” in the city, but
this number does not include the many
places connected with the laundries where
large quantitiee of opium are daily con-
sumed, and which are accessable only to
the Mongolian, The principsl “joint” in
the city is situsted off Fi street,
and is run by an old broken-down China-
man known to the police as “Wiltiam,”
who has smoked himself almost into the
grave, Kaotering the den through a par-
row, dark, death bmdill)fvlteloh alley,
the reporter found himself face to face
with a shadowy, skeletonized Mongoli
and was showr into a back room about
6x10 containing two large bunks, made by
covering & rough board platform with
two or three old blanzets and a
couple of dirty looking pillows for the
head. Upon the bunk stands the “‘lay-
out,” consisting of a bamboo stem, several
clay or stone bowls, a yeu-hock, resemb
ling a knitting needle, a erooked hook to

There is a large collection of rookeries
tenanted by Cainese harlots of the lowest
class, and it is a fact of their patronage
and the availability of the property for
parposes of prossitution that enables the
property owner to secure a very high rent

It is almost impoesible to learn the exact
rent paid for these rookeries, but it is
more than $1000 a month, and for any
other purpose except prostitution and
gambling, the property would not realize
$100 per month.

There are seventeen regular gamiog
dives. There is a strict law and heavy

If we are sincere that
the “Chinese must go” we have law enough
already to take away some of their most
cherished customs and stop much of the
vice that now rages rampant in Chinatown.

There are nine opium factories fitted up
with all the necessary and modern improve-
ments, opium safes, etc, It costs about
$10,000 to operate one of the:e factories,
The money for stock is required o be sent
o China in advance, the poppy i¢ theo
shipped, and there is a constaut shipping
of the nmeedful and receiving of
the drug all the  year round. The
nigh tariff in the United Srates
causes this industry in Victoria to be a
most remunerative one. The duaty on the
manufactured article is $5 per pound. A
aew factory has not long since been built
and fitted up at a cost of $6500; and al-
though considerable manufactured opium
was imported into the country last year.
Victoria bids fair to be the centre of the
opiam trade in Cauada, which seems to be
increasing, both in production and use to
an alarming extent.

The Canadian Constitution,

New Constitution for Canada. The paper
was independent in tone, and among other
things advocated the abolition of the do-
minion senate, The discussion which fol-
lowed lasted till 11 o’clock, and was parti-
cipated in by pearly every member pres-
ent.
