South Lawrence (Mass.) Struck 
by a Cyclone. forAnd AU Had a Bight Jovial T1

Good weather, beautiful grounds and ex­
cellent arrangements made the annual pienio 
of the employee on the Ontario division of 
the C.F.Ron Saturday at Guelph the mo* 
successful ever held. It was a mighty gath­
ering. Brawny map, old and young, with 
the most of whom we often trust our lives, 
swarmed into the Roynl City, bringing with 
them wives and children and sweethearts, 
and the Royal City for the day was given 
over to pleasure. Yet, notwithstanding the 
crowd, there were neither rows nor accidents 
to mar the happiness of the fete.

The Toronto contingent left the Union 
Station at 9 a-m. To Engineer Greenshield 
was entrusted the task of transferring the 
party to Guelph. His engine was profusely 
decorated with flags, streamers and ever­
greens. Above the pilot was the legend! 
•‘Success to Our Donators.” while a golden 
beaver looked down upon the headlight and 
Canada’s coat-of-nrms.

The 
crops in the swath of the storm, particularly 
oate, peas and turnips, were entirely de­
stroyed. Apples, plums and all kiu.is of 
fruit were blown from the trees. Outside of 
the path of the storm very little damage was 
done, the rain being light and the wind very 
mild. Great damage was done on John 1 
Flatt’s farm, just outside of Millgrove, which 
is rented by William Gillmore. Here the 
loss was very heavy. Gillmore bad ton acres 
of spring wheat, which was leveled to the 
ground and will not yield more than 25 
bushels. One large beech tree on his farm 
was uprooted ana carried into J. Eaton’s 
farm. Nelson Ryckman’s barn was carried 
away about 100 yards into Hiram Anderson’s 
farm.

portance within memory in New Eng­
land, and 
power to those so frequently reported from 
western communities, visited the suburb of 
South Lawrence this forenoon at about 9)4 
o’clock, and in 15 minutes had killed 8 per­
sons, seriously injured from 15 to 20, slightly 
injured at least 20 more, cut a swath 
through a thickly populated section 26D feet 
wide and a mile long, rendered 500 people 
homeless, destroyed or greatly damaged 
from 75 to 100 buildings, mostly dwelling 
houses, levelled a beautiful square of over 
560 trees* and entailed a property loss now 
estimated at 8100,000, all of which was in­
sured against damage by wind and storm. 
The calamity is the greatest which has 
visited Lawrence since the fall and burning 
of the Pemberton Mills 80 years ago.

South Lawrence is that section of the city 
lying south of the Merrimac River. At this 
point the main line of the Boston & Maine 
Railroad takes a sharp turn to the eastward 
and following the Merrimac crosses the river 
at Bradford. A railroad bridge connects 
the suburb with the city proper and with 
the railroad lines north. The point is a busy 
railroad junction, and in the vicinity were 

„ many wooden houses, occupied mainly by 
well-to-do mechanics, and among these the 
air fiend spent his greatest fury. The 
northern boundary of the belt of destruction 
was but three streets south of the lofty mills 
with their busy throngs of thousands of 

kers, showing bow narrow was the 
escape from more appalling loss of life and 
property.

It was a veritable dog day. The 
air wae hot and humid. Dark clouds 
scurried westerly through the heavens 
with intermittent rain. Suddenly tne 
wind veered to the west, an inky black 
cone-like cloud seemed to drop from the 
cumulons mass hanging to the southwest and 
move rapidly with awful aspect toward the 
city. It was accompanied by torrents of

In an instant the crash came. Buildings 
were crushed like eggshells; some were lifted 
from their foundations and dashed to pieces; 
others were tipped over or blown from their 
position and more or less damaged. The air 
was filled with flying debria Most of those 
who met death in the wreck were killed in­
stantly. Many lay unconscious or groaning 
in the ruins of their homes.

IA Relief Fund Started.
Lawrence, Mass., July 27.—The scene of 

Saturday’s cyclone was to-day unparalled in 
the history of Lawrence. From early morn­
ing till night thousands of teams surrounded 
it and the people present numbered 40,000.. 
Last night a company of militia went on 
duty and established a picket line around 
the wrecked district The police patrolled 
the grounds. The crowds were quiet and 
orderly. City Marshal Bose ordered the 
hotels to sell no liquor during tlje day. so 
there was no drunkenness. More than 82000 
has already been subscribed to a relief fund. 
Collections were taken in all the churches 
and the ministers alluded to the calamity in 
their sermons. All the patients in the 
hospital and Orphan Asylum are doing well. 
It is thought the little Quinn girl may live.

Terrific Storm at Newburgh.
Newburgh, N.Y., July 26.—A terrific 

electric and rain storm visited this city last 
night, doing considerable damage. At the 
south end there was a land slide on the Erie 
railroad, but it was soon removed. On the 
West Shore road near the tunnel the tracks 
for a distance of 400 feet were covered with 
sand and gravel to the depth of from one to 
five feet, and travel was entirely suspended. 
The south-bound track cannot be cleared in 
less than 24 hours. A building was struck by 
lightning and set on fire near FlshkilL

The Path of the Storm.
The survivors were too much terrified to 

know where 
ended its course, but 
ruin in the path showed that it touched the 
earth at or near tee cricket grounds, crossed 
Emmett-street and Broadway, the railroad 
and Parkers street, entered Springfleld-street 
at its southwest end, traversed its entire 
length, demolished nearly everything in its 
coarse, including one house in Foster-street 
and two in South Union-street, where they 
cross Springfleld-street, passed from Spring- 
field-street into Union-square, levelling over 
500 trees, and thence over Shawseeu River 
into tee town of Andover, where it exhaust­
ed its fury on trees and fences

As soon as toe survivors realized the ex­
tent of tee devastating work word was sent 
to the police statien, and ambulances with a 
squad of officers started for toe scene. Mar­
shal Vosesoon ordered on the whole force, an 
alarm was rung in and tee firemen responded 
promptly and rendered great assistance in 
removing the injured from the ruins The 
ambulance carried several loads of mangled 
and crushed human beings to tee hospital. 
Others were taken to private houses.

As if Cut With a Knife.
The work of devastation began at tee 

cricket grounds, on the southwest, with the 
uprooting of a number of magnificent trees 
In Emmett-street the wind lifted a story and 
a half house, belonging to Thomas Evans, 
bodily and slapped it into too roadway a 
complete wreck. Mr. Evans, his wife and 
baby were in the house at . the time but es­
caped without great injury, 
street, occupied bv a family named Daley, 
was lifted from Its foundation and dashed 
down. No. 6 was partly moved from the 
foundation. In toe rear of No. 6 was a 
story and a half house occupied by James 
Lyons and family. Hearing the approach 
of the storm, Lyons rushed into the house, 
seized his baby from his wife’s arms, 
and fled into the street. Both man and child 
escaped, but the dead body of Mra Lyons 
was subsequently taken from the ruins of her 
dwelling. On Saunders court near by, St. 
Patrick’s Church ball, a wooden structure 
was carried 15 feet from its foundation and 
a few windows were broken in the parochial 
residence. At the foot of Saunders court a 
switch house, in which Michael .Higgins, a 
section band, was standing, was taken 
lip bodily by toe wind and carried 
under the overhead railroad bridge 
crossing Salem - street, where Higgins 
fell out and was instantly killed. The 

""ng on this bridge was taken off as 
though cut with a knife. The granite sheds 
of W. F. Jones near tee bridge were de­
molished. The house of William F. Cutler, 
foreman of tee Boston & Maine car shops, 
was next demolished.

F. S. Carr, chief clerk of the car shops 
was an eye-witness of tee storm at this point 
He says there was a sudden rumbling sound 
and darkness. Timbers and trees flew by the 
car shops at a terrible rate. When theee had 
passed he and other occupants of the shops 

that tee Cutler House was in ruins. M™ 
Flossie Cutler was found in tije cellar with a 

rained ankle. Mra Cutler was found in the 
ruins slightly hurt Little Helen Cutler was 
crossing toe Salem-street bridge at the time 
within a stone’s throw of her heme, and was 
buried beneath a pile of lumber and ruins. 
She was found by men from the car shops on 
their way to tee ruins and dug out, but has 
since died from concussion of the brain. The 
cyclone now entered SpiingfleldEstreet, 
the greatest devastation was wrought.

A Summary of the Damage.
Following is a summary of the damage 

on this and other streets: Nos. 1,2,18 and 18 
were demolished.

or when the cyclone 
toe train ofthe Almighty to fulfil his day, to complete 

the full period of human life and to pass 
away in peace, surrounded by those-who love 
him best, there can be no sorrow felt, as in 
another case. He is gathered into the great 
garner, as a shock of corn fully ripe. There 
could be no sorrow except the natural sense of 
sore bereavement felt by children for a 
parent, by connections for a relative, by 
friends for a friend. Mr. Hay could look 
back on a life crowded with honorable activi­
ties; to the last his intellect was keen and his 
interest in everything that bore on the pros­
perity and progress of the country un­
abated. Such a life and such a death-bed is 
what each of us may well wish for. We can 
have it only by imitating his virtues, by fol­
lowing tee great pole star of duty.

There was one feature of his charac 
which I may allude. A Scotchman, com­
posed of the characteristic virtues of the 
Scotch—one of those Scotchmen who have 
done so much to make this country—he al­
ways felt that his first duty was, 
standing, to that country which he had 
made ms own. Reverencing the past, he 
lived in the present, and identified himself 
with the common welfare.

He did not talk about religion ; he did 
what is better, practised it. He practised 
teat true religion which St. James describee: 
“ Pure religion and undefiled before God and 
the Father is this, . To visit tee widow and 
fatherless in their affliction, and to keep 
selves unspotted from the world”—that reli­
gion which St John describes as “He that 
loveth is born of God, and he teat hatoth his 
brother is a murderer;”; teat religion which 
St. Paul sets before us in his description of 
charity. A verse of our paraphrase of that 
chapter was a favorite of his: “Love glows 
with social tenderness and feels for all man­
kind."

We 
have tee authority of The London Economist 
for the assertion that not only the National 
Bank of Buenos Ayres but other Argentine 
banking institutions have been issuing notes 
in excess of the amount authorized by law. 
Under such circumstances it is not strange 
that gold should command a high and ad 
vanclng premium, or a conspiracy should be 
formed to overthrow tee existing Govern­
ment, prompted by the belief that no 
thorough exposure of toe facts will be other­
wise procurable.

Another fraud, that of toe sham colony, Was 
long carried on with the complicity of 
officials, although public indignation has at 
last, we are told, put a stop to it. A man 
would own, we will say. a large tract 
of land, valueless on account of its distance 
from any inhabited section. Of this tract 
tee owner would get a sham survey and a 
sham map, and then with the purchased 
signature of a Government official convert a 
barren wilderness into a so-called centro- 
agricola. Fortified with these lying vouchers, 
the owner of a sham centre of an agricultural 
colony could borrow half toe imaginary 
value, or five timos tee real value, of the 
land from toe State bank, for tee pretended 
purpose of developing the settlement As a 
rule, not a dollar of tee money thus bor­
rowed would be laid out upon the land, the 
owner finding more attractive fields in 
European capitals.

Reckless borrowing, extravagant disburse­
ments and official dishonesty have brought 
their natural consequences, in Buenos Ayres 
Some time will, no doubt, be required to 
thoroughly clear up the situation.

The result of this anomalous procedure is

-in Behring Sea -Outside the marine league 
limit, but to tee damage of our undisputed 
rights on tee seal islands, are criminals, to be 
captured and punished. Under our laws it 
is toe duty of the executive authorities to 
pursue, capture and punish them as criminals. 
From their own point of view, and under 
international law and precedent, these same 
miserable Canadians are merely engaged 
in free enterprise upon tbe high seas :

haps, ln its effect upon toe interests of a 
friendly neighbor, but one which is tech­
nically secure from interference. They do 
not recognize our jurisdiction in Behring 
Sea. Their responsible protector, Great 
Britain, does not recognize our jurisdicti 
there. And in dealing with the British Go 
eminent about the complications arising 
ont of an obedience to toe laws of the 
United States by one executive department, 
another executive department is practically 
compelled to ignore tee broad fact that onr 
laws assume an absolute jurisdiction over 
Behring Sea, and to argue With dialectical 
subtlety about good morals and unwritten 
rights. The wonder is, not that Mr. Blaine 
made so strong a case under such un­
paralleled disadvantages, but that he made 

ly showing at all
The Behring Sea question will remain in an 

unsatisfactory and highly dangerous condi­
tion until congress does one of two things, 
and we do not see how any candid and logi­
cal mind can reject the alternative: First, 
modify tee laws that for domestic purposes 
assume a jurisdiction which we can not or are 
not prepared to maintain .g against dispute 
by a foreign nation; or, secondly, come out 
squarely with a declaration to the world that 
Behring Sea is ours, that we bought it and 
paid for it, and that we propose to enforce 
our laws all over its waters without regard 
to international consequences.

Canada “Forcing" England’s Hand.
[G. W. Smalley’s Cable to N. Y. Tribune.] 

London, July 26.—The British press are 
backing up Lord Salisbury in his Behring 
Sea attitude with their usual boisterous zeal, 
and they have the usual assistance from New 
York. One may guess that Canada’s share in 
the business is ill received in England. It is 
seen here that the negotiations begun and 
carried on by Mr. Phelpe would probably 
have been successful had not England, under 
Canadian pressure, broken away from the 
position sho then accepted. Whatever Eng- 
lishmen may think on the general questions 
at issue, they do not like having their HatiH 
forced by colonists for purely colonial and 
selfish purposes.

Contending for a Thing TTn.wh.fa.iirt.i_

Mr. Blaine, having, nothing very substan­
tial to contend for, has done his best ahd has 
made about every claim possible except one 
that was suggested by a very silly organ— 
viz. : that tee United States 20 years ago 
“bought tee seals” which are now swimming 
in the vasty deep.

At the same time tee weakness of tee 
British Government is very apparent. It 
can come to no conclusion except with the 
consent of its province. ,

If Congress should repeal the law on which 
the seal-catching monopoly is based, and 
Canada should set up in business tor itaelf, 
an agreement might be reached.

An English M.P. on Blaine.
[Interview In Toronto News, July 86. ] 

Staveley Hill, M.P., of Loudon, Eng., was 
in Toronto on Saturday. He is on his way 
back from toe Pacific coast. To a News re-

on

porter he said: My mission is purely for 
private information and in no sense official. 
At toe Pacific coast I inquired most careful­
ly into toe circumstances of the seizures of 
Canadian sealing vessels by American shins, 
and also into the habits of toe seals in order 
that I may be prepared to engage with 
greater confidence in the discussions 
which must ensue in the English House 
of Commons So far as tee diplomatic ques­
tions are concerned, I am satisfied that there 
is nota flaw in England’s claim to have 
Behring Sea considered a closed seà. There 
is absolutely nothing in Mr. Blaine’s letters 
but sophistry. I could convince yon if I had 
time that the sea has never been considered 
a closed sea, even when Russia owned both 
sides and that tee present contention of the 
United States is simply ridiculous. As to 
Canada’s position there is a very manifest 
desire in diplomatic circles that she shall be 
fully represented at every conference, and 
that nothing be done without her judgment.

England to Take a Strong Stand.
Mr. Hill was seen by a World reporter and 

said: “I may say, generally, that so far as I 
can learn England is going to take a strong 
stand in tels matter. Our position is a sound 
one, not only as against tee seizures of the 
United States but as against tee seizures by 
the Russians in 1888. You will remember 
that the Americans made seizures in 1886 and 
1887, but in the following year they made no 
seizures. The Alaska Company, finding that 
they were not upheld by the United States, 
applied to the Russian intendant of the Com­
mander island, and under his orders the 
Arannali was seized. In 1889, the United 
States Government resumed their policy of 
1886-7. This year, however, they seem to 
have reverted to their policy of 1888, and 
have made no seizures. I believe we 
have good ground for claiming re­
compense for injury done by both toe 
American and Russian Governments. 1 
believe that it is Britain’s intention, if other 
seizures are made, to resent these seizures.”

Mr. Hill visited British Columbia with the 
express purpose of informing himself of the 
actual state of affairs in relation to tee 
Behring Sea question in order that he might 
know what position to take as a member of 
the Imperial Parliament. The feeling in 
British Columb a, Mr. Hill says, is very in­
tense, the people being unable to see why 
they should not be allowed the free and 
peaceable exercise of their rights. There 
were now six British war vessels on tL„ 
Pacific coast under Admiral Hotham’s flag, 
a force quite strong enough to meet any 
emergency.
