Hector and McGreevy.

BOTH READY FOR THEIR RCCUSERS.

Charges Referred to the Committee
on Privileges and Elections.

The Minister of Public Works Defends
Himself and His Officials—Mr. McGreevy
Declares Letters Purporting to Have
been Written by Him “are Forgeries—
“Nothing New in Tarte's Statement—He
Promises That if Any of the Letters are
Forgeries he Will Resign his Seat.
Orrawa, May 1l.—At five minutes to §

o'clock this afternoon a dapper little French

gentleman with a black ¥rock coat buttoned
tightly across his chest rose in the House of

Commons as the orders of the day were

called, and in a somewbat nervous manuner

eddressed the Speaker in French.

This was Mr. Tarte, and his purpose was
the impeachment of Mr. Thomas McGreevy,
member for Quebec West, for having used
his position as a member of Parliament and
of the Quebec¢ Harbor Commission to obtain
from the Public Works Department infor-

— mation which he used with contractors for
his.own #dvantage, thereby making & con-
siderable amount of money, said to be about
$200,000.

Mr. Tarte ooly spoke a few minutes in
French and then proceeded in English, speak-
jng with a strong accent, but clearly and
with a good choice of words. .

The document, which was of great length,
merely recited the statements published by
the member for Montmorency in Le Cana-
dien and often re-toid in the columns of The
World and concluded as foliows:

The Formal Charge.

That from the year 1838 to 1890, both in-
clusive, the said Thomas McGreevy did re-
ceive from Larkin, Connolly & Co., and
from his brother, R. H. McGreevy, for the
considerations above indicated a sum of
about $200,000. But during the period afore-

said he was the agent and paid repre-
sentative of Larkin, Connolly & Co. on the
Quehec Board of Harbor Commissioners. He
often used the name of the said winister_in
Parliament and in connection with the De-
Partment. of Public Works. That the said
‘Thomas McGreevy exacted and received out
of the subsides voted by Parliament for the
construction of the Baie des Chaleurs Rail-
way a sum of $40,000. That the money ex-
pended in connection with the works men-
ticned in the present motion is money voted
by the Parliament of Canada and amounts to
about $5,000,000. That from 1882 to the pre-
sent session the said Thomas McGreevy bas
always lived in Ottawa in the same house as
the Hon. Minister of Public Works and that
ho seemss to have done so in order to put in
the mind of Larkin, Connolly & Co., the
impression that he had over the said minister

representative in corrupt transactions with
them. Thatin fact on many occasions he
used thée name of the Hon. Minister of Pub-
lic, Works in his dealings with them, under-
taking to obtain his co-operation or declaring
that he had secured it. That before the
Board of Quebec Harbor, Commissioners he
often also used the name of the said minister.
That certain members of the firm of Larkin,
Connolly & Co. paid and caused to be paid
large sums of money to the Hon. Minister of
Public Works out of the proceeds of the said
contracts, and that entries of the
said sums were made in the books
of the firm. He therefore moved
that & select committee be appointed to en-
quire fully into the said allegations, and
specially but without limiting the scope of
such enquiry to investigate all circumstances
connected with several tenderers’ contracts
and charges therein and the payments aud
other matters mentioned in these staterents
with power to send for persons, papers and
yecords. The names of the committee to which
Mr. Tarte wished the matter reterred were
Messrs. Wood (Brockville), Davies, Kirk-

atrick, Mills (Bothwell), Edgar, Prior,

Veldon, Ouimet and Tarte.

Tarte spoke just three-quarters of an hour.
His remarks were received throughout in
solemn silence.

On the motion being put Sir Hector
Langevin said that e had intended to make
a similar motion himself, but as he had been
informed the member for Montorency
might add something to what had been al-
yeady published he had thought it best to
allow bim to move in thu matter, He then
read the following statement:

Sir Heetor’s Statement,

«] pever communicated in any way to
anyone tenders or prices of tenders or rela-
tive positions of tenders or names of tender-
ers at any time before the contract was al-
lotved and signed and the work in progress,
the only persons having the same informa-
tion being the members of the Privy Council
and such of the officers of my depariment
as were entrusted with the opening of ten-
ders after the pericds fixed for their recep-
tion.
