It/is the Solicitor’s opinion that To- 
lip may apply for and acquire the 

rigitsof drawing her water supply from 
Laite Simcoe, but in doing so the city 
must select a route that does not 
flict with the strip of land that the 
Aqueduct Company may acquire for their 
canal or tunnel. For this canal they 
are empowered to expropriate two thous­
and yards on either side of the canal. 
This gives them *power to control a 
strip of land two fend a halt miles wide 
to the north of the city and between 
here and Lake Simcoe. The city is ex­
cluded from this territory. If a corps 
of engineers were detailed to locate a 
route between bere and Lake Simcoe for 
the location of à tunnel to Toronto, they 
would make numerous surveys, and 
finally they would decide on one route 
that was superior to all others, both 
in regard to economy of construction 
and from an engineering point of view. 
This route might be found down the 
Humber valley or down the Don, or at 
some point between the two. It is not 
at all improbable that the best route 
will be immensely superior to the second 
best. The engineering Corps we have 
referred to might find the route down 
the Humber valley cheaper to construct 
than any other route by several million 
dollars.

Now we will suppose) the city gives the 
company the privilege it is seeking. On 
the strength of this and because it 
knows it can embarrass the city by mak­
ing the move, the company will at once 
locate its canal or tunnel along the most 
desirable route. Having pre-empted 
this location t^e city is debarred from 
using it for the purpose of bringing water 
into the city by gravitation, either 
from underground streams or from Lake 
Simcoe. If the Grand Trunk, for in­
stance, Controlled, a twot and a half» mile 
strip between here and Hamilton^ and 
that strip was bounded on the south 
side by the water’s edge, what chance 
would the proposed Toronto, Hamilton 
& Buffalo Railway have of getting into 
the city or of getting any of the city’s 
business ? They would be simply de­
barred from doing business with Toronto 
altogether. The supposition is exactly 
analogous to the position of the Power 
Aqueduct Company in regard to the route 
between here and Lake Simcoe. By re­

^ HALF BONDS.
There Ate those who seem to imagine 

that the city of Toronto should issue four 
per cent, bonds instead of three an^ a 
half per cents. It is stated by some that 
the price offered by the Edinburgh firm 
for fours was relatively better than the 
price bid for the three and a halls. 
Now, there was only one offer, and that 
was for fours on condition that legis­
lation should be obtained for changing 
the threes and a halfs. The city repre­
sentatives (did perfectly right in not 
taking that course.

There is no question but that the in­
debtedness of the city, as represented by 
an issue of three and a half per cent, 
bonds, is more creditable from a finan­
cial standpoint than by an issue of) four 
or four and a half per cents, when there 
is little or no difference in the equiva­
lents./ Another good reason why three 
and a halfs are preferable to fours is 
that, while the lattejr would undoubtedly 
be at a premium, the former would be 
below par, thus stimulating a better de­
mand ampng investors. To say that 
fours is a popular security is all non­
sense. If such a feeling prevailed a few 
years ago we would still be issuing 
seven per cent, bonds. •

It may be quite true, as Treasurer 
Coady showed the committee, that 4’s 
would realize a little more for the city, 
and it may be that Toronto, likej Mont­
real, may yet have to return to 4’s, but 
we think that the best test of credit is 
the rate of interest paid rather than the 
price realized on the bonds. And when 
the difference is quite slight the prefer­
ence ought to go to the lower, interest- 
bearing ones. \
