Austrian

Little Securing

Firm Asks. Payment

of Old Debt.

Despite the common belief that Ger- |
many and Austria are extending their |
big push for world commercial suprem- |
acy into Canada, local merchants assert |
that what quotations they have received |
from these countries would indicate that |
the latter had no chance whatever to |
compete against the manufacturers of |
the allied countries. |

Mr. J. L. Johnson, of the firm of John-
son & Barbour,, who imported large
quantities of fancy goods and china-
ware from the countries of the Triple |
Alliance in prewar days, is in receipt of |
a letter from a firm in Austria, asking |
for further orders. He pointed out that |
the prices quoted were entirely out of!
sight, and that even if the prejudice
agalinst Austrian or German-made goods
were overcome, that importers would
not benefit by buying from these coun-
tries. .

INDUSTRIES DISORGANIZED.

“The people of Germany and Austria
are still unsettled, and their industries
are disorganized, so that they have no
chance whatever of successfully com-
peting with other countries,’”” said Mr.
Johnson. *‘Living conditions there are
such that they cannot afford to offer
goods at anything like the cheapness of
former years.”

Mr. T. A. Loveless, of the London
Crockery, confirmed the opinion that
Germany had no chance whatever of
catching Canadian trade. His firm, al-
though dealing with Austrian firms a
great deal before 1914, have not receiv-
ed ,any quotations from them since that
time, and he said that it was extremely
doubtful if they ever would in the fu-
ture.

A curious situation has arisen out of
the fact that just prior to the war
Mr. Loveless received a consignment of
goods from an Austrian manufacturer,
which, according to the law, cannot be
paid for. The foreign firm has written,
asking for a remittance, and the Lon-
don Crockery, in reply, assured them
that they were quite willing to pay,
but until such time as the ban on pay-
ments of this sort were removed, it
would be impossible to settle the ac-
count.

AOBSON SHOWS
NO CONGERN NOW

Nothing Further To Do In Board
of Commerce Matter,
He Says.

NOT GOING TO OTTAWA

No Use Going Now That Parlia-
ment Has Prorogued.

WINNIPEG, July 2—(Canadian Press
Dispatch).—H. A. Robson, K. C., former

chairman of the Board of Commerce,
announced to the Canadian Press this
morning that Parliament having pro-
rogued, he saw no necessity for carrying
out his intention of proceeding to Ot-
tawa to take up there the Murdock con-
troversy.

“Last week,” said Judge Robson,
“there was a dispatch from Ottawa in-
dicating the certainty of an inquiry in-
to the extravagant charges made against
ministers and myself in respect of the
Board of Commerce. Parliament was
then sitting and it appeared would not
immediately prorogue. I intimated my
intention of leaving for Ottawa. I 'had
not been in communication with the
Government and had no idea what they
were doing or were going to do.

‘““The Government, as everyone now
knows, put its foot down on the whole
business and officially terminatedl it
right there. The authority to whom
and to whom alone I was responsible,
having terminated the matter, there is
nothing further for me to do.

“The part of the act dealing with
combines is, I think, constitutionally
unassailable and, the hands of men
judicial in temperament, should be of
great public service. I do not attempt
to force my views but I have always
been willing to discuss the economic
policy of the acts with those inclined
to do so temperately. The present pol-
icy of the fair prices part is of vital
concern to the welfare of Interests that
cannot be ignored.”

sidered After Two Years.

The provincial department of justice
has notified the City Council that a fine
of $200 imposed on Arthur Taylor, of
Windsor, in 1918 for violation of the O.
T. A. has been remitted. Mr. Taylor at
the time of his arrest pleaded extenuat-
ing circumstances and the local police
court were inclined to be lenient on

account of his overseas’ service. The
law, however, was so rigidly framed
that the full fine was imposed and paid.

Efforts were then made to have the
fine remitted by the department of
justice, which has just been successfully
consummated. There will he a further
hold-up, however, owing to No. 1 com-
mittee stating they have no funds to
remit the fine.

If Mr. Taylor desires to take action
in the matter, it is stated, the whole
system of retaining flnes by the city
contrary to provincial laws may receive
an airing. The department of justice
maintains that a considerable percent-
age of all fines should be paid into the
provincial treasury. London, in com-
mon with many other municipalities,
holds that there should be a 50-50 di-
vision. In consequence the city has
kept the fines, supposedly in trust,
awaiting decision by the lieutenant-
governor.

The Council’s handling of the matter,
if Mr. Taylor presses for his money, is
to be watched with considerable in-
terest.

of tha peoplé the transaction shall be
approved by the lieutemnant-governoc:r
-in-council.

CHECKING UP.

““An accountant is in Guelph check-
ing up the business transaeted,” Sir
Adam Beck explained last night, “and
when the Government passes an order=
in-council the transfer will take place
as of July 1.

“The matter could not' be voted on
until it had the sanction of the gover-
nor-in-council, in the first place, but
this agreement specially provides that
after it had been voted upon it should
receive the signature of the lieutenant-
governor-in-council before becoming
legal. The agreement was sent to us
for signature, and we signed it subject
to the order-in-council being passed.”

“A mere matfer of routine, then?”
Sir Adam was asked.

“Well, I wouldn’'t say that. It all

depends on the signature of the lieu-
tenant-governor.”
! The present manager of the Guelph
| line, Mr. House, was appointed by the
| city some time ago, on recommendatien
| of the Hydro Commission, and he is to
| carry on when the road is takgn over
! by hydro. Guelph dispatches indicate
that the proposed transfer is popular
with citizens there, who look forward
to the line becoming an important link
in .the, hydro radial system.
