Kern Marsh, of London, Dead­
locked With Two Others 

For Eighth Place
TORONTO. July 29.—Leo Diegel, who 

won the Canadian open championship 
at Montreal last year, is out to equal 
the record of the late Douglas Edgar 
of winning the title two years in suc­
cession, and to-day, at Lambton, in the 
first 18 holes of the 72-hole test he 
secured a lead of two strokes on his 
nearest rivals, Andy Kat, of Lambton, 
and Walter Hagen, former American 
and British open champion, bv shooting 
a 69. two better than par, and equaling 
the competitive record for the course 
set by Kay. All three leaders played 
par or better on 14 of the holes, each 
taking an extra stroke on four holes, 
and Diegel owes his lead to the fact, 
that he had six birdies on his round to 
four by each of the others, and he would 
have been two strokes further ahead but 
for short putts missed on the 17th and 
18th holes, hut the others can also te- 
call similar experiences on their rounds. 
SEVERAL WITHDRAWALS.

There were a number of withdrawals, 
the most prominent being those of 
Tommy Armour, who tied with Edgar 
and Charlie Murray for the title at Ot­
tawa in 1920, and Johnny Farrell, who 
Is a great favorite with Canadian gal­
leries. However, post entries kept th« 
number of competitors close to the 160 
mark. Of these a number either picked 
up or decided not to turn in their card, 
with the result that 140 are eligible to 
play in the second round to-morrow. 
All thoSe who finish not more than 20 
strokes behind the leader to-morrow 
night will qualify to play In the third 
and fourth rounds on Saturday. Should 
Diegel turn in another score around 70 
to-morrow the congestion on tlte 
course for the final day will be con­
siderably reduced.

One of the outstanding features of the 
day was the showing of the Canadian 
entrants against their more experienced 
opponents from across the line. Of the 
12 leaders who range from 69 to 74. half 
are Canadians, Kay being tied for 
second: C. H. Parkins and A. Pilon 
sharing sixth position, while Charlie 
Murray, Kern Marsh and Arthur Hul- 
bert are deadlocked in eighth place with 
the two most recent winners of the 
United States open title, Willie Mac- 
Farlane, the present champion, and 
Cyril Walker, the 1924 winner.
