236.66the dcfiency, while the exports from 
Cape Breton are away ahead of ai-y 
previous year. That the Nova Scotia 
division originates more freight than 
any other on the road is not disputed.

Stwen hundred cars of freight an- 
hauled out of Halifax by the 1. C. H. 
every week on the average, while <1. 
H. and S. W. and the l). A. It. ban 
die about three hundred between tin m. 
The export freight :.even groat»v ;i>n 
the import, for the freight for export 
hv the Furness liners hamllos «•••■ 
the I. C. R. amounts to three time 
the import freight the road receives 
from these Boats.

The same is true of the P. and D. 
liners, for the larger part of tin ir 
cargo goes to the Sugar Refineries 
while they take full cargoes here.

While there is a considerable differ 
cnee in the amount of freight landed 
by the Allan liners this year owing to 
these ships going around to St. John, 
which they did not do last year, tiffs 
is more than made up by the increase 
in the freight landed by the Mexican 
liners which is much greater than ever 
before. On every trip now, these Elder 
Dempster boats have full cargoes go­
ing both ways, and this means a con­
siderable increase in the business of 
the port.

Every week from one to two hun­
dred empty cars have to be sent into 
Cape Breton to handle the big freight 
originating there. From four to six 
hundred carloads cross the Strait of 
(’anso each week, bound west, while 
the imports of Capo Breton are ? only 
about one half of this amount. The 
most of this freight is *teel, and its 
products,” coal, cement, and various 
manufactures. The coal and cement is 
largely consigned to Nova Scotia 
points, but the steel and chemicals go 
all over Canada.

While the I. C. R. business at Hali- 
ax is much greater than at St. John 
the total business of that port is 
much larger than here, owing to tho 
enormous quantity of freight handled 
by the.C. P. R. at West St; John.

Our attention has been drawn to 
the following from the Bookseller and 
Stationer. We trust that our merch­
ants will study it carefully and profit 
by the suggestions.—

“Who .Pa>’s the eost of advertising? 
At first sight this question looks easy. 
One is apt to say off-hand that the 
advertiser pays it. But upon closer in­
vestigation, it becomes apparent that 
an advertiser, who advertises proper­
ly. gets back all the money he spends 
in advertising, and a good deal more 
—else what would he the use of his 
advertising?

“The purchaser doesn’t pay it, be­
cause he gets the goods as cheaply 
from an advertising firm ns he could 
from a non-advertising firm. In many 
cases he buys cheaper. Then who pays 
the cost of advertising?

‘ The non advertiser does! Bv the 
lack of enterprise in bringing his goods 
before the attention of the puhl c he 
losrs customers, who buy from an* ad­
vertising people. The profits which are 
lost by non-advertisers find their way 
into the coffers of those who do adver­
tise.

“As an example: If 6*20 spent in ad­
vertising brings you in 630 additional 
profit, your advertising is paid for 
and you are 610 in pocket.”
