Whlle thanking God for having pre--
served them from tempt:mons that have proved fatal to
so many marricd or unmairied women, do not lose a
single moment in taken the necessary means to Leep
them from temptation and falls.

Instead of allowing them to go and kneel at the feet _

_ of a'man to obtain the remission of their sins, lead them .

to the cross, the only place where they can secure pardon
and peace everlasting. And why, after so many unfruit-
ful attempts, shoild - they try any longer to wash them-
selves in a puddle, when the pure waters of eternal life
are offered them so freely, t through Christ ]esus, their
only. Saviour and Mediator ?
