THE CHURCH’S BIRTHDAY.

On tho Pentecostal Feast to-morrow
Catholics will in effect, if not in sot
words, bo wiehing the Church many
happy roturns of the day. For Whit-
Sunday Lias over beon regarded as the
birthday of tho Ohurcli; when, after
the great spirit-imparting miracle,
« Pater, stending up with the eleven,
lifted up his voice and spoke” to the
vast erowd of Jowish worshippers of
many nationalities ; * and thoy that
zeooived his word were baptised.”
Since that day the conditions of the
world are changed beyond recognition.
Tho kingdoms that then were, within
four or five centuries wero ulmost lost
to aight ; and the great peoples of the
Roman Euwmpire have given way in
history for migh fifteen centuries
beforeany geople from the North—the
Gothio or Toeutonio rece. The Church
sprang from amidst a decayed nation,
and from within a decaying Iumpire :
gothering within itself the best spirits
of East and West. Striotly speaking,
the old Emeire way never Chmnstian-
ized, The Cross was reared on high
by the successors of Constantine, and
gaganism came to be declared illicit ;

ut the people at large—nay, the vast
majority of the more solect and edu-
cated classes—never were imbued with
thespirit of the Christ. In this instance
was the saying true : many are called,
but few are chosen. Not evan Chrieti-
anity could save the ancient society ;
gimpiy because thero was no strength
of purpcse upon which the higher
ideals of life cuuld possibly be foisted,
An effeminate people that have betray-
ed their own original manhood and let
slip the purpose that once was in them
~—no power can save, no fire re-kindle;
at least such is the lesson of all history.
Not until the Northern races, yet wild
with original untamed enorgies, came
under her influence, did the Church
have free scope for its God-given
mission to the world. In the barbaric
hordes that poured from their native
regions into Italy, Spain, France, and
Britain, the Church found a rough
but sure material upon which the life
of the Gospel could be impressed, and
in which the new Christian spirit
could shaps itself freely without that
intermixture of demoralised pagan cul-
ture which was the evil genius of the
old Empire. It is the glory of the
Teutonic race that it has been the
instrument by whizh the life of the
Gospel has been developed in the
world, not mereiy as a personal belief,
but as a social fact. Medirevalism was
essentially Teutonic Christianity : but
it was also Christisnity in its youth
and adolescence, not yet attained to
the maturity of its powers. But the
lifo of the Middle Ages wes a true
Christian life, however immature.
Only compare the medimval serf with
the slave of the anocient world ; say, if
you will, that the lot of the one was
no better than that of the other in
material comfort; yet the character
of the medimval serf was infinitely
superior to that of the Roman slave.
In him at least were the germs of
that self-conscious dignity and inde-
pendence which grew and expanded
with the growing years until the
medirvel serf has developad into the
present working man, His essential
equality with kis lord was ever im-
prassed by the Church upon vhe serf ;
and in thecry, at laast, was acknow-
ledged by the lord himself. A noble
truth is ever glow of realisation, yet
the poor soul that is conscious of the
faintest glimmering of the truth is as
far rexmoved from its unconscious
partner asis Heaven from earth.

The groat Western schism and the
Protestant movements of the sixteenth
century ashered in the the mature age
of Christendom; and then came the
majestic Connoil of Trent—comploted
only in these later days by the Vatican
Council~—in which the fajthful man-
hood of Ohristendom stood face to face
with the rebellions. Painful, indeed,
bas boen the tragedy of these last

three hundred years; and yet not
without hiope. For out of the dark-
ness will come light. and from orror
truth ; and when the day of tho
strugglo ie over there will be again one
fold and ono ghephord. But the fold
will be renewed and the shepherd will
look bask with regret to the days of
Innooont and Gregory. And wherein
is the sign of tho peace and umity to
come ? Surely in tho socinl prob{em
of the age. As it was whon our own
Gregory first turned from the Cours of
the Fmpire to tho kings of the Franks
and Goths, 8o is 1t now: tho whole
fabrio of sooial lifo has to bo rebuilt.
The faith of mon is wedded with their
toll and daily lifo; to enlighten their
fuith you must brighten their toil and
bring hope—hope in its truest sense,
& palpable present hope—into their
dmly lives. Useless surely is it to
Isoture upon the dogmas of faith and
the rites of the Church whilst the
justico and purpose of present daily
toil are shrouded in darkness uprent »
faith will grow with a truer sense of
the value of human toil.and common
life, 110t a8 a monotonous grinding for
mere bread and roof; but a claim for
human dignity and a source of spiritual
ower. And this is one of the grand
essons of the medimval Church for all
times—that it did not stand aloof from
the life of the people and teach the
Gospel from church-towers: it came
down and lived emong the people in
their cottages and huts, in the fields
and on the sea ; everywhero religion
went with them. Now it was with the
ploughman, stopping the plough to
invoke God’s blessing on the soil ;
now with the fisherman, dedicating
his boat to the honour of Our Lady ;
again with the peasant working side
by aide with the Monk on the Abbey
land ; and yet again it was with the
peoplo, when the Ristops stayed the
tyrant’s hand, or stood by the orphan
in his sorrow. To-day the Church
will adopt mathods different, perbaps,
from those s.2 adopted in a medieval
age ; bat her essential method will be
the same—to enter into the life of the
people, and to raige them to the sub-
limity of her own ideals and Faith,
We_ wpo live to-day stand at the
bggmnmg of an era momentous in the
history of Christendom and the world.
Lot us take a genercus view of the
mission of the Church to the world
to-dsy—but, above all, let us rat fail
in o right view. Not by unsympath-
etic controversy, nor by appeals to
isolated facts in the history of the
Church, nor by denunciation of the
dxs.turbmg 8pirits of ithe past, will the
unity of Inith be secured; but by a
gne.;nter%mtaﬁon of the value and
