"ARQHDEACON VESEY IN BALTIMORE.—Arch-
deacon Vesey, the companion of Archdeacon
Farrar in his visit to America, delivered a ser-
monly recent at St. Peter's Church, Baltimore,
bofore a congregation which filled the building.
The Archdeacon chose for his text Luke xii.
16-23, the parable of thé rich man, ‘“Has it
pever sfruck you,” said the speaker, “as re-
markable that thgBtthjects in our Lord's par-
ables are never such as we would have expect-
ed? There is nothing agsinst their moral
character. " It is not the evil ‘that the rich man
does, but the good:that he omits to do that
makes his conduct condemned:  Gross immor-
ality is palpable. As there are roefs of jagged
rocks which appear above the water, and which
the mariner seeing can avoid, so there are
sandbanks, and over them tho water. flows
smoothly, but on their treacherous shoals ves-
sels a8 noble as any settle down to ruin.: ‘Ex-
amine yourselves as to why you do this or

that. - Tiay not the flattering unction to your|

souls that yon are doing anything from a good
motive wheh itis’ from-a-had-ene. Why ‘was.
the rich man’a fool ? - Becausé he transgiessed
two great principles which God has given for
our instruction. The: fivst is the principle of
dispersion.
