Father Rudolph proceeded to prove by
goad, =olid reasoning and authority that
the colibacy of the Catholic clergy was
harmony and in perfect keep-
the Gospel,” that it was sanc-
tioned by Jesus Christ, the founder of
the Christian religion, by His apostles,
aud he wauld even gu farther and show
1hat clerieal celibacy was a moral neces-
gilty for the faltillment of the sacred
winistry, for the work which God had
given them todo.  In the first place he
would remind them that the Inw of celi-
bacy in the Catholic Church was a purely
ccrlosinaticn! law ; it was in fact a part
of the Church's discipline. They did
not preiend for a single moment that it
was part of the deposit of divine revela-
tion loft. by Jesus Christ in the Churéh
which it could not tamper with or
change in any way. :It was "perhaps
hardly necessary for him to point out
that the Church had power to makesuch
Jnws. e

As they well knew, the Catholic
Chureh wae a society, of divine institu-
tion, it was a human society, composed
of human beings. " Now, the_ socicty
ealled the Catholic Church, liké any
other organization, must have n perfect
right to make its own laws and regula-
tions, which nre arrangid for preserving
ander, and specially for forwarding the
end of her existence—the glory of Gad
and the salvation of souls. Every so-
ciety made it own Iaws, and nobody
questioned them, and if men desired to
join a society or club they must agree
with the rules of that society. They
were not compelled to become members,
It they joinod of their own free will.
And so it was with regard to the priest-
Jwanl of the Catholic Chureh.

The Church did not say to any man,
“You must not get married,” neither
did the Church say they must be pricsts.
They were perfectly free to unse their
freedom and liberty, which God gnve
them, but this the Church did say, “If"
iuu want to be o priest, if you want to

gulations is thdt: you must never get
married.”” - That was all the Chu.ch
gaid, and before ‘A'young man was al-
lowed to receive that sacred order which’
bound him to celibacy for the remainder
of his lile she must know his disposi-
tione, she must read his mind and his
heart ns far as possible, and the Church
must know that he had a vocation for
the ministry. And when the Church was
sure of this she allowed the young man
10 take upon " himself -the. sacred obliga-
tiona, nm}) even then he was not allowed
% lake up the sacred calling until he
was 22 years of age, and surely a young
man of that age was not acting blindly
when he received the order of subdencon-
aic and thereby binding himself to lifc-
long celibacy)” =~ -

Of course, the objection would at once
be put forward, ““ That is all very well;
Wwe will admit’ that it is necessary for
4 priest, as long as he wishes to remain
o the Church as one of heér ministers,
to abide by her regulations., But here is
where we find fault with your Church;
& man may, afterwards find he has made
2 mistake and is unable to observe the
Vv of celibacy. Then why does your

hurch make "that man remein a celi-
bate all his life; why not let him have

18 freedom and go away?’ The answer
¥ this was very easy and very natural.

Just
mmagine for a moment a young curate in
a parish. e decided to ehange his con-
dition and he fell in love with some
young woman, or perhaps half a dozen
young ladies fell in love with liim, Con-
sider this young curate attending to the
things of the Lord and at the same time
courting & certnin young lady. Suppose
this youngcurate was married, then were
his troubles over? No, for “When a
man’s married his troubles begin,”

Fancy a2 minister of God with all these
troubles and trials striving to win peo-
ple to God, and by word and example
endeavoring to lead them to Heaven,

‘Could they, in the face of this, approve

of » married clergy? Would any Pro-
testant, with any common sense, argue
that it would be better to have married
clergy than those who were bound Ly
the vow of celibacy ? Look at the priests
of God, look at those who hnd made sucri-
fices, aye, and given theirlives for others,
could they do it if they were not celi-
hates? Who was it in everv age who
had been the pioneers of civization, to
whom did they owe their learning and
literuture?  The celibate priests and
monks of the Catholic Church, men who
gave themselves to God and humanity,
men who thought no sacrifice too great.
Who was it that converted this land
when the pagan Saxons had driven out
the old religion of the Briton? Was it
married men? No; the celibate monk.
Who, again, was it that carried religion
into Germany and every part of the
globe? Was it not the eclibate monk ?
Go to the lospitals where fever was
raging, and who would they find kneel-
ing at the bedside of the dying man or
woman but the celibate priest? Look at
Father Damicn, who lived among the
lepers, administering to their spiritual
wants. “Would a married clergyman fol-
low in his footsteps ?-

The CornersStonc¢ Lald by Archbishop

Fabre—An Interesting Address.

The Carmelite convent, where the
daughters of Ste. Thercsn live out their
rolitary and silent cxistence, has nlwnys
been an interesting establishment even
to those who have never darkened the
outer door of this famous cloister, which
for years past has becn located on the
oppousite side of the street from the Jesus
and Mary convent, Hochelaga. It was
to this austere order that the daughter
of the wicked old King Louis XV, allied
herself in order to escape the Du Barry
and the immoral surroundings of her
father's court, and ever since the royal
robes were lainaside for the simple garb
of n' Carmelite nun, the name of Madame
Louise of France has been held in the
greatest reverence by all readers of re-
ligious history.

“The ladies of the Montreal community
having decided to lease their property
in the Enst end, alot of land was secured
near the Canadian Pacific Railway on
Upper St. Denis street, measuring 450
fect deep by 295 feet front, and on this
property, the new convent, 200 feet
squmre, 18 being erected, The height
will be about 30 feet, and the coat in the
neighborhood of $75,000, all of which
will be contributed by charitable friends
of the order. .

The corner stone was laid on Sunday
afternoon at 3 o'clock by the Archbishaop
of Montreal, in the presence of about
1,500 people. Among those present on
the platform were Mgr. Fabre, the Mayor
and Madame. Villenenve, Mrs. Judge.
Mathieu, Rev. Abbe Collin, superior of
St.. Sulpice; Rev.. Fathers Girard and
Lava, of the Redemptorist order; the
Rev. Superior Auﬁustmé, of the Francis-
can community ; Rev. Measrs. Lepailleur,
Brissette, Odam and Lesage, parish
priests respectivelﬁ of Mafsonnevve, Ho-
chelaga, Sacred
Jesus parishes, the new convent being

Grand Success—AR Immense Crowd

For two years the confiding  public
have been hearing about the new Sham-
rock grommds, hut only the favorad few
knew just what was really going on or
Just what they were peing to be like.
The rest of the community put implicit
faith in the veracity of the newspapers
amd anly waited an opportunity to judge
for itsclf. '

The opportunity came on Saturday
and something over 7,000 peopte gratified
their curiosity. 'Thereiwere rich men,
poor men, fat men, lean men, married
men, single men and men that are going
to be married (with visions in muslin tu
{ook alter them), ofld men with one font
in the grave and babics who have just
gotzone foot out of the eradle—all were
thdfe. And the tadies, bless them, were
thexe, too, “in that first budding spring
of youth when all life’s prospects
please.”

It would have been diflicult ta analyze
the feelings that brought them all out,
whether it was to see a laerosse match
or not, but anyhow the general impres-
sionseemed to be that it was the proper
thing to do to sce the inauguration of
the new Shamrock grounds, o they took
an carly iunch and procceded Lo pack
themgelves into varions strect ears as
early az onc o’clock, with the evident
idea that the new grounds were situatad
somewhiere Letween Montreal and Ot-
tawn; so that the Capitals would only
hn\'e! to pay half fare. Perhaps they
taok the wisest course after all, for the
man who waited until three o'clock did

not have a pleasant time to  put
i his  diary of travelling  oxperi-
ences. When the hbhoy in the Sun-

day school class gave as a definition o
glitttymy *‘eating more than you can,” he |
apparently did not hit the impossible.
for il anybody had told us beforehand the
number of sweltering human beings o
nodern strect car could hold, he wontd
immediately be classed as a lineal de-
scendant of the nobleman who woke up-
one morning to tind his horse hitched tao
the weather-cock on a church stecple.
There was ane good thing about it, how-
over; 1t gave one personal experience
how the lively menhaden feels when in
botling o1l he is christened  sandine.
Notwithstanding the tremendous rush
the street car people handled (hings re-
markably well, and the only drawback
was the necessity of changing ears at the
ratlroad crossing,  But by the time the
next match is played this ditficulty will
be obviated and all lines will be able to
land passengers right at the entrances,
The crowding on the cars was the only
discomfort of the day. Everythiag else
was about as perfeet as human devieer
could manage. The facility with which
the immense crowd emptied itself from
thestand was proof of the far-sightedness
of the architect who designed it.  Broad
staircages to every section and a wide
bonrd walk gave every means of easy in-
gress and egress, and when the spectators
discovered that there was a refreshment
booth behind the stand these passages
were very useful, but a single hooth even
with half & dozen waiters is not near
enough for the numbers of thirsty hu-
manity who take a liking to ginger heer
and other innoenous beverages between
the games. .

On arrival at the grounds there was no
need to be told that it was a gala day.
The front of the club house, on Sham-
rock nvenne, was most tnstefitlly decor-
ated with bunting gracefully draped,
while above floated the Union Jack with
the maple leaf in the ficld and the green
and white of the club. Then cvery
available space on the grand stand had 1
projeeting hit of bunting. and every bit
of scantling around the immensc fence
supported o flag of some nation orother,
but there was not enough breeze stirring
to make ont just what they werc. In
front of the club house is agrand pinzen,
on which were seated the officials and
guests of the Shamrock club. The com-
raittee wore bright green badges, the
guents were decorated with a beautiful
blue, and the press wore a tincture her-
aldically known ne gules. But these
little spots of color were not noticeable
in the general brilliancy of the grand
stand, for theairy costumes of the ladies,
the neglige oncs of the men, the dainty
hats, top heavy with nodding sprays of
rainbow hued flowers—all reflected back
from a blazing sun ona bright green,
made a color picture not soon to be for-
gotten. Yes, it wan a great day for the
Shamrocks and they seemed to realize
the importance of the oceasion by win-
ning the opening mateh, ]
