Bulgaria, I have the bhoour tp confirm that,
pursuance of the desire o! the Governxnent of Canada and the Government of
People's Republic of Bulgaria to êecpand trade between the two countries,
hiave reached the following understanding:

The Government of the People's Republic of Bii4garia shall hiy
Canada through the Bu1garian State Trading Enepie JHranxpor't, i
the Government of Canada shall supply, th~rough thie Canadian Wheat Bo
or its agents during each of the three years of the current Agreement
minimum o! 100,000 metric tons of wheat for shipnient frein Cana
Elowever during the flrst year of the agreemnent the Goverxment of ^
People's Republie of Bulgaria wfll purchase thtough tHranemcport an addit
nal quantity o! 150,000 xnetric tons o! Canadïan wheat provlded
Canadian Wheat Board can nmake this quantiy avalble be!<oïe July
1964. At buyer's option ail or part of the above mentioned quantities
wheat may be faken ini flour equivalent.

Qntiie of Çanadian wheat mnay be purcedb rnx
andsuplie bythe Canadian Wheat Board in excess eî 1:e mou:

mentoe aboe will be subject to negotiation betwe. th tw parties
the basis o! buyer's requirements, seller's supply position and buying a
seiling terms.

It is agreed that the purchases of wheat shall be mnade at the prices
which the Canadian Wheat Board is making sales to its major eustomers
such times as the bulgarian purchases take place.
Accept, Mr. Minister, the assurances of my highiest consideration.
