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Canadian packaging machinery manufacturers some serious prospects. 

This is of particular interest to manufacturers with bulk handling, 

bagging and other agriculturally related equipment and systems. 

The Los Angeles Agricultural Area --This area closely parallels the 

Los Angeles marketing area. The five counties in the area produce 

$2.19 billion of agricultural commodities and contribute approximately 

17.4 percent of the State's total. San Bernardino County is the State's 

leading milk and cream producer. 

The San Francisco Agricultural Area--San  Francisco is not a noted 

agricultural center in the State. The area does, however, contain 

Monterey County which is the seventh largest agricultural producing 

county in the State. In addition, Sonoma and Napa counties are with-

in easy reach and these are the headquarters for many of the State's 

leading wineries. San Francisco offers easy road access to Sacramento 

and the Northern San Joaquin Valley area. 

3.6 	FISHERIES AND RELATED INDUSTRIES IN CALIFORNIA  

In 1980 California was the Nation's second largest fish producer in 

terms of dollar value. The State's fish sold at wharfside for a 1980 

total of $323 million, while the total volume of fish landed was 804 

million pounds. California's leading fishing ports are San Pedro in 

the Los Angeles marketing area, which was the highest individual earn-

ing port in the U.S. during 1980, and San Diego, closeby. These two 

ports contributed 72 percent of the State's 1980 volume and 76.6 percent
