(b) an aircraft is considered to be in service from the beginning of thi
preflight preparation of the aircraft by groirnd personnel or by thi
crew for a specific flight until twenty-four hours after any landing
the period of service shall, in any event, extend for the entire perioc
during which the aircraft is in flight as defined in paragraph (a) of thi:
Article.

ARTICLE 3

Each Contracting State undertakes ta make the offences mentioned ir
Article 1 punishable by severe penalties.

ARTICLE 4

1. This Convention shall not apply to aircraft used in military, customs oi
police services.

2. In the cases contemplated in subparagraphs (a), (b), (c) and (e) of para
graph 1 of Article 1, this Convention shahl apply, irrespective of whether tho
aircraft is engaged in an international or damestic flight, only if:

(a) the place of take-off or landing, actual or intended, of the aircraft i:
situated outside the territory of the State of registration of thal
alrcraft; or

(b) the offence is conunitted in the territory of a State other than thi
State of registration of the aircraft.
