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2. The new International Frequency List mentioned
Article 47 of the Radio Regulations of Atlantic City has not
been prepared and approved. Hence the decisions taken by
Extraordinary Administrative Radio Conference run counter
the Radio Regulations and are accordingly illegal.

In view of the above, the Delegation of the People's Repu]
of Aibania hereby declares that Resolution No. 30, adopted by
Buenos Aires Plenipotentîary Conference, to the effect tliat thi
iBlegal E.A.R.C. decisions should be considered as replacing
provisions of the Regulations, runs counter to the IinternatiO
Telecommunication Convention in force and constitutes a WCe
in the procedure for revision of the Regulations. It is, tii
unacceptable for the People's Republic of Aibania.

For the above reasons, the People's Republic of Alba
reserves the right, in matters concerning the registration ý
utilization of radio frequencies to act ini accordance with Article
of the Radio Regulations in force.

It also reserves the right to abide, or not to abide, by
provisions of Article 6 of the Convention.

1. The Delegation of Saudi Arabia, formally declares
disagreement with Article 5 paragraph 12 b) 1, and signature of 1
