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6. The compilation and processing of the information and data referred to, in Paragraph 5 above shouldbe carried out with due regard for the right to privacy.

4 7. The information compiled under Paragraph 5 above should be coinmunicated to the International
Labour Office on a regular basis.

8. Members should establish or designate appropriate national mechanismns to monitor theimplementation of national provisions for the prohibition and elimination of the worst forms of childlabour, after consultation with employers' and workers' organizations.

9. Members should ensure that the competent authorities which have responsibilities for implementing
national provisions for the prohibition and elimination of the worst forms of chîId labour cooperate with
each other and coordinate their activities.

10. National laws or regulations or the competent authority should determine the persons to be heldresponsible in the event of non-compliance with national provisions for the prohibition and elimination.of the worst forms of child labour.

11. Members should, in so far as it is compatible with national law, cooperate with international effortsaimed at the prohibition and elimination of the worst formns of child labour as a matter of urgency by:
(a) gathering and exchanging information concerning criminal offences, including those involvinginternational networks;

(b) detecting and prosecuting those involved in the sale and trafficking of children, or in the use,procuring or offering of children for illicit activities, for prostitution, for the production of pornography
or for pornographic perfonmances;

ê(c) registering perpetrators of such offences.

12. Members should provide that the following worst forms of child labour are criminal offences:
