
ARTICLE 9

Other International Agreements or Arrangements

The possibilities of assistance provided by this Agreement do flot linit,
nor are they limited by, those contained in existing international agreements or
other arrangements between the Parties which relate ta co-operation i tax
matters.

ARTICLE 10

Iinplementation Legisiation

The Parties shall enact any legisiation necessary to comply with, end
give effect ta, the terrns of this Agreement

ARTICLE il

Mutual Agreement Procedures

1. Where difficulties or doubta arise betwecn thie Parties regarding the
implementation or interpretation of this Agreement flie competent authorities
shall endeavour ta resolve thic matter by mutual agreement.

2. Ini addition ta flic agreements referred ta ini paragraph 1, the competent
authorities of the Parties may mutually agree on the procedures to be used umder
Articles 4, 5 and 8.

3. The competent authorities of the Parties may conimunicate with ecd
other directly for purposes of reaching agreement under this Article.

4. The Parties shall agree on other fanms of dispute resolution should this
become nccessary.
