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certain classes of income and to implement a Supplementary Income Tax
Agreement between Canada and Sweden.

Mr. MacEachen, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, laid before the
House,-Report of the Special ad hoc Committee studying matters involving the
Patent Licensing of Drug Manufacturers.

On motion of Mr. Pilon, seconded by Mr. Choquette, it was ordered,-
That the names of Messrs. Duquet and Klein be substituted for those of Messrs.
Blouin and Allard on the Standing Committee on Northern Affairs and National
Resources.

Mr. Pearson, seconded by Mr. Benson, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-181, An Act respecting employment in the Public Service of Canada,
which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next
sitting of the House.

Mr. Pearson, seconded by Mr. Benson, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-182, An Act to amend the Financial Administration Act, which was read
the first timé and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

Mr. Stanbury, secpnded by Mr. Stafford, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-183, An Act to amend the Canada Elections Act (Qualifications of Voters
and Electors), which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading
at the next sitting of the House.

The House resumed debate on the motion of Mr. Sauvé, seconded by
Mr. McIlraith,-That Bill C-151, An Act to provide for the establishment of a
fund for the economic and social development of special rural development
areas, be now read a second time.

After further debate, the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to.

Accordingly, the said bill was read the second time and considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole and, progress being made and reported, the Committee
obtained leave to consider it again later this day.

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed the following Bill to which the concurrence of this House
is desired:

Bill S-28, An Act to incorporate Anniversary Life Insurance Company.-
Mr. Fairweather.

The said bill was deemed to have been read the first time and ordered
for a second reading at the next sitting of the House, pursuant to Standing
Order 103(2).
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
