Answer by: Mr. Churchill:

1. The Victoria Cross, the highest award
for gallantry, was instituted by Queen Victoria
at the close of the Crimean campaign,' 1856.
It is a Maltese cross, and is awarded, irrespec-
tive of rank, to members of any branch of
Her Majesty's forces, for "most conspicuous
bravery or somne daring or pre-eminent act
of valour or self-sacrifice or extreme devo-
tion to duty in the presence of the enemy".

The government of Canada pays an annuity
of $300 to those who were awarded the Victoria
Cross while serving with the Canadian forces
during world war II. If a recipient of the
Victoria Cross below commissioned rank is
awarded a disability pension or war veterans
allowance, he is paid, in addition to his an-
nuity o! $300, a per diern allowance o! l2jc.

SARNIA, ONT. AIR SERVICE

Question No. 356-Mr. Foy:
1. Has the licence of Nordair Limited, providing

passenger air service between the city of Sarnia
and other cities on the seaway route. been sus-
pended and, if so. has consideration been given
to the feasibility of provlding alternate service?

2. Has Trans-Canada Air Uines an intereat in con-
tinuing air service for the city of Sarnia?

3. Have representations been received from the
Sarnia city council in this regard and, If so, (a)
have arrangements been made to hear auch rep-
resentations (b) if no arrangements have been
made for such a hearing, will the Minister of
Transport undertake immediate steps to arrange a
hearing because of the urgent need for air service
for the city of Sarnia?

Answer by: Mr. McBain:
1. Yes, effective August 15, 1962. The air

transport board order suspending the service
provided a period up to Dot later than October
15, 1962, for the filing of complete submissions
with the secretary of the board by any person
wishing to oppose continuation of the suspen-
sion or to, suggest measures to improve the
adverse financial position of the service.

2. T.C.A. bas not hitherto expressed any
interest in making an application to provide
direct air service to the city of Sarnia.

3. The Sarnia city counicil has filed a repre-
sentation with the air transport board and
such representations are being considered by
the board. If it considers that a public hearing
is required, it will give public notice to that
eff eet.
