Moncton and other important air centres in
Canada?

Hon. James Richardson (Minister of Supply
and Services): I will be pleased to convey
that request to the minister, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Thomas (Moncton): A supplementary
question, Mr. Speaker. Recognizing the fact
that it takes five years to train a controller,
and that five years from now we will need
twice the number we presently have, will the
minister undertake to make a second state-
ment on motions in the near future to outline
his plans for increasing the number of men
training to be air traffic controllers?

PLACENTIA BAY, NFLD.—COMPENSATION TO
FISHERMEN FOR LOSS THROUGH POLLUTION

Mr. Walter C. Carter (St. John's West): Mr.
Speaker, my question is for the Minister of
Fisheries. Can the minister say whether con-
sideration is being given by the government
to assisting fishermen in the St. Marys and
Placentia Bay areas whose livelihood has
been affected by the pollution problem there?

They were
in the Placentia Bay area rather than St.
George’s; but they do advise, as the hon.
member will learn this afternoon, that the
situation in St. George’s Bay is not serious.
