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that had been brought out by the various essays. Such a final
plan would be worthy to be recommended to the Government for

execution.

FINANCING, Contributions from 2 railways, 6 leading banks, Canadian Manu-

facturers Association, etc., but in any event abgolutely free

of governmental control and agsistancs. I feel that these

various bodies would be glad to contribute the nominal amount

required in view of their extraordinarﬁylarge gtake in the

future of this country.
